Item 5
SICAP Up-date

Bernie Doherty, Chief Officer, informed the members of the passing of our colleague, Diane Dixon, and acknowledged her work on the SICAP tendering process.

Bernie gave an up-date on SICAP including the following points:

· Each of the five SICAP contracts had been signed and the first quarterly payments issued.
· Cllr Doolan, Bernie Doherty and Helen O’Leary would attend a training day on SICAP Programme Requirements on 06 May.
· A letter issued from the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government stating that the LCDC may not allow any changes to SICAP contracts or Lot boundaries.
· As agreed at the LCDC meeting on 26 March, Pobal had been invited to attend a meeting of the LCDC to give a presentation on the detail of the SICAP contract.  Pobal advised they could not attend a meeting but that they would respond to queries as required.

Item 6
Local Economic and Community Plan (LECP) up-date
Helen O’Leary gave a brief up-date on progress on the LECP since the last meeting.  A second LCDC consultation workshop had been held on Saturday 11 April.  The results of the two LCDC workshops formed a background paper of high level community / social goals for the LECP.  This work was then merged with the results of the two economic workshops to form a set of joint high level goals for the Dublin City LECP.
Item 7
LECP – high level goals to be adopted

Cllr Doolan and Cllr McAuliffe referred members to the distributed copy of the LECP goals.  They explained that the goals were deliberately high level and were intended to be broadly reflective of challenges facing the City and that more specific objectives and actions would be worked out through consultation and engagement with relevant stakeholders and communities.  They asked that the LCDC would note and adopt the goals for public consultation and advised that the Economic and Enterprise Development SPC would be asked to do the same on 05 May.  During the public consultation period Councillors and LCDC and SPC members and the public would be welcome to make submissions on the goals. 
LCDC members noted and adopted the high level goals for public consultation.
