VEHICULAR ACCESS GUIDELINES

FOR GUIDANCE ONLY 

Drawing Requirements for a vehicular access:

Site Location map to a scale of not less than 1:1000 

entire site boundary outlined in red and any land that  adjoins, abuts, adjacent and is  

in applicant’s ownership shall be in blue.  Wayleaves in yellow. 

It should include the position of the Site Notice

Site plan of the full extent of the site to a scale not less than 1:500 indicating:

- the entire site boundary delineated in red,

-any buildings, roads, boundaries etc., adjoining or in vicinity of the subject site 

Plans and elevation drawings scale of not less than 1:200 

 indicating:

-  existing boundary treatment 

-  proposed vehicular access

-  heights of walls and piers

-  all the relevant dimensions - widths and lengths

Contiguous elevation drawing 

: showing proposed vehicular access and that of the neighbour’s access arrangements on either side.

Note: 

Public notices must state:

- Widening existing vehicular access or

- Creating a vehicular access or

- Widening a pedestrian access to create a vehicular access etc. 

and

- position of vehicular access ie to front, side, rear, 

- road name onto which the vehicular access exits

along with all other standard requirements in a public notice
