PLAYING PITCH ACCOMMODATION - GENERAL CONDITIONS OF LETTING

The letting of Playing Pitch accommodation is granted on a year-to-year basis, subject to the Clubs undertaking to abide by the various Acts, Bye-Laws, etc. governing the use of City Council Parks, and also to abide by the following conditions:-

1.
Pitches will be let to Clubs, through their appropriate Association, Board or League on a team basis.

2.
The official hours of closing of City Council Parks are as follows -




January/December

5.00 p.m.




February/November

5.30 p.m.




March



6.30 p.m. /7.30 p.m.




April/September


8.30 p.m.




May/August


9.30 p.m.




June/July


10.00 p.m.




October



7.30 p.m./6.30 p.m.

3.
Clubs must vacate the Park before official closing time.

4.
Clubs must vacate the pavilions at least 20 minutes before official Park closing time.  The time of commencement of matches must be arranged accordingly.

5.
Club members must gain entry and exit to the Park only through the authorised entrances and exits.

6.
Clubs must provide a sufficient number of stewards to keep order in the dressing rooms, pavilions and on the pitch, and must prevent entry to the pavilion of persons not using it for dressing purposes or concerned in the management of Clubs authorised to use it.

7.
Clubs must accept responsibility for conduct of all persons admitted to dressing rooms, for keeping it clean and tidy, and for repair of any damage caused to pavilion by members of the Club.

8.
Clubs must agree to indemnify the City Council against liability for any articles which may be lost by or stolen from members of the Club while using the facilities of the Park.

9.
It is now a condition of letting that Clubs take out a Public Liability Insurance Policy which indemnifies the Dublin City Council against all actions, claims, expenses, and demands by any person or persons arising out of the said letting  and the City Council expressly repudiates all liability in respect of such actions, claims, expenses and demands.

10.
Any Notice (press or otherwise) that a match is to be played in this Park must state the official number of pitch, and no other description of the pitch may be used.

11.
Clubs granted letting of pitches in this Park will be responsible for the behaviour of their visiting teams.

12.
Pitches are to be marked with “lime” only.  The use of “creosote” is strictly prohibited.

13.
The express prior approval of the City Council will be required for the use of any of the pitches in this Park other than for the period for which your club has been granted a letting (ie Saturday/ Sunday; A.M./P.M. slots). Mid-week fixtures will only be allowed during August/September and April/May/June and will be subject to pitch availability. Furthermore the City Council may impose any condition it deems fit in regard to these revised additional fixtures

14.
The City Council may close to match play any pitch during the year, if in its opinion, the pitch is unplayable.  The City Council’s decision in the matter will be final.  Any claim for alternative accommodation arising from any such closure will not be entertained.


No Club or Referee has the right to decide that any pitch is playable where the City Council has declared the pitch unplayable.  This is solely the function of the City Council.  Please note that pitches are declared unplayable by the Parks Department in the interest of maintaining the grass surfaces to enable the pitches to be available for play in the long-term.

15.
Any Club or member of any Club which disregards, disobeys or breaks any condition of letting may be suspended by the City Council from using the pitch allocated to the Club.

16.
All morning match fixtures must be arranged to terminate not later than 12.45 p.m. so pavilions are vacated by 1.00 p.m. and all afternoon match fixtures made in the period November to February inclusive must terminate not later than 4.30 p.m.

17.
When securing nets to goalposts Clubs must use string or twine.  The use of tape to secure nets to goalposts is not permitted in any circumstances.

18. Any material used by Clubs to secure the nets to the ground is to be removed immediately after each match so as to avoid damage to machinery and possible other accidental damage.

19. Clubs to accept responsibility for the removal of all litter generated in the general area of the pitch  as a result of the match. 

20.
Under no circumstances should Clubs transfer their allocated pitch for use by other Clubs without the express permission of the City Council officials attached to the Sports Section.

21.
The sole responsibility for ensuring that the pitch is free from hazards and that each game can proceed without danger to players, officials or other persons using the park shall be on the Club which shall implement all measures necessary to ensure the safety of such persons. The Club shall indemnify the City Council against all claims arising from the use of the pitch by the Club or it’s members. 

This does not alter the City Council’s sole right to call off pitches depending on weather conditions at the time.

22.
Information with regard to the playability of pitches appears every Friday on the Dublin City Council website- wwwdublincity.ie or by phoning 2222163.

23.
Under no circumstances should matches be played during the closed season without prior written approval from Dublin City Council.

24.
Lettings are granted for fixtures only.  No training is permitted on the pitches.
