Control of Horse Drawn Carriages 

 Bye-Laws 2011.

	Long title               The Lord Mayor and Members of Dublin City Council (hereafter referred    to as “The Council”) in exercise of the powers vested in them by the provisions of Part 19 of the Local Government Act, 2001 and all other enabling statutory powers hereby make the following Bye-Laws for the regulation of the operation of Horse Drawn Carriages in respect of the administrative area of Dublin City Council.

	Short title

	These Bye-Laws may be cited as the Dublin City Council Control of Horse Drawn Carriages Bye-Laws 2011.

	These Bye-Laws apply to the administrative area of Dublin City Council.

	These Bye-Laws shall come into effect on the 1st day of February 2011.

	In these Bye-Laws:

“The Council” means Dublin City Council.

“Authorised Person” means a person authorised in writing by Dublin City Council, or a member of the Garda Síochána.
“Hackney Carriage” means a horse drawn hackney carriage, jarvey car or jaunting car.

“Proprietor” means the owner of a hackney carriage.

“Driver” means the driver of a hackney carriage.

“Carriage Licence” means a licence issued by the Council to a proprietor of a hackney carriage for the carriage of the stated number of passengers and bearing a specific identification number.
“Carriage Drivers Licence” means a licence issued by the Council to a person to act as a driver of a hackney carriage whilst wearing a specific badge number.
“Operate” means having, standing or plying a hackney carriage for hire and use of same in a public place or on a public road.

“Public Road” means a road over which a public right of way exists and the responsibility for the maintenance of which lies with the Council.

“Designated Hiring Stand” means a public place specified in the first schedule hereto.

Part II.

a) A Carriage Licence shall be issued by the Council annually.

b) The Council shall determine annually the number of licences to be issued. In the event that an existing licence holder should cease to hold his/her licence, then it shall automatically revert to the Council. In re-issuing such licences the Council shall have regard to the provisions of Bye-Law nos. 5 d), 5 e) and 5 f) of these Bye-Laws.
c) A Licence shall be valid for a period of twelve months from the date of issue.

d) Subject to the Council being satisfied that the holder of a licence has complied with the provisions of these Bye-Laws such person shall have an option for a period of 2 months from the date of expiration of the licence to renew it.

e) A Licence shall be granted only where -

i. The applicant for it has paid the Council the appropriate licence fee specified in the second schedule hereto.

ii. The Council is satisfied that the applicant will comply with the provisions of these Bye-Laws.

iii. The applicant provides evidence of Public Liability Insurance covering the operation of the hackney carriage, with an indemnity limit of not less than €2.6m and noting an indemnity to the Council.

iv. The applicant provides Certificate of Compliance from the Revenue Commissioners.

v. The applicant provides Garda clearance from the Garda Síochána.
f) Where the number of applications for a licence exceeds the number of licences determined by the Council, the allocation of licences shall, subject to Bye-Law nos. 5 d) and 5 e), be determined by lot.

g) A proprietor shall not operate or permit to be operated his/her hackney carriage without holding a current licence in respect of it.

h) A proprietor shall not operate or permit to be operated his/her hackney carriage except in accordance with the terms of the licence applicable to it and the provisions of these Bye-Laws.

	Carriage Drivers Licence

	a) A Carriage Drivers Licence shall be issued by the Council annually.

b) The Council shall determine annually the number of licences to be issued. In the event that an existing licence holder should cease to hold his/her licence, then it shall automatically revert to the Council. In re-issuing such licences the Council shall have regard to the provisions of Bye-Law nos. 6 e), 6 f) and 6 g) of these Bye-Laws. 

c) A Licence shall be valid for a period of twelve months from the date of issue.

d) The Council shall assign a badge number for each Carriage Drivers licence which must be worn conspicuously on the driver’s breast. 

e) Subject to the Council being satisfied that the holder of a licence has complied with the provisions of these Bye-Laws such person shall have an option for a period of 2 months from the date of expiration of the licence to renew it.

f) A Licence shall be granted only where –
i. The applicant for it has paid the Council the appropriate licence fee specified in the second schedule hereto. 

ii. The Council is satisfied that the applicant will comply with the provisions of these Bye-Laws.

iii. The applicant provides evidence of Public Liability Insurance covering the operation of the hackney carriage, with an indemnity limit of not less than €2.6m and noting an indemnity to the Council.

iv. The applicant provides Certificate of Compliance from the Revenue Commissioners.

v. The applicant provides Garda clearance from the     Garda Síochána.
vi. The applicant provides a letter of competence in horse and carriage handling  from a recognised stables/equine centre.

g) Where the number of applications for a licence exceeds the number of licences determined by the Council, the allocation of licences shall, subject to Bye-Law nos. 6 e) and 6 f), be determined by lot. 

h)  A proprietor shall not drive or permit to be driven his/her hackney carriage without holding a current drivers licence in respect of it.



	Part IV.



	Horses
	7.
	a) No person shall keep or have charge or control of a horse in a control area without a current licence issued by Dublin City Council or other Local Authority, as required by Bye-Laws made under the Control of Horses Act, 1996.  
b)  Horses used to draw hackney carriages shall have a temperament and be in physical condition and of an age suitable to such work.

c) Horses used to draw hackney carriages shall be cared for and treated in a manner which does not cause them unnecessary suffering.

d) Horses shall not be left unattended at designated hiring stands.

	a) Subject to compliance with the provisions of the Planning & Development Acts 2000 - 2006 and Regulations made thereunder a proprietor may operate a hackney carriage from private property.

b) A proprietor shall not stand or cause or permit a hackney carriage to be stood for hire in a public place other than at designated hiring stands.

c) A proprietor shall not stand or cause or permit a hackney carriage to be stood for hire at a designated hiring stand unless the licence issued in respect of the carriage so authorises.

d) Hackney carriages shall be driven at a reasonable speed, which shall not exceed that which enables its driver to bring it to a halt within a distance, which the driver can see to be clear.

e) The Council shall assign a number to each hackney carriage in respect of which it issues a licence and such number shall be clearly displayed on the carriage.

f) A licence granted in respect of a hackney carriage shall be prominently displayed on it.

g) A hackney carriage shall not be left unattended at a designated hiring stand.

h) A hackney carriage shall not be licensed unless it is of an approved standard.

i) Hackney carriages shall not be operated without a suitable dung catcher being installed.  The dung catchers shall be emptied and disposed of appropriately.

Part VI.
a) An authorised person may request any person who appears to be contravening or to have contravened a provision of the Bye-Laws to refrain from that activity.

b) A person who obstructs or impedes or refuses to comply with a request of an authorised person acting in the exercise of the functions conferred on an authorised person by these Bye-Laws is guilty of an offence.

c) Where an authorised person is of the opinion that a person is committing or has committed an offence to which this Part or Part VII relates, the authorised person may demand the name and address of such person and if that demand is refused or the person gives a name or address which is false or misleading, that person is guilty of an offence.

d) Where a member of the Garda Síochána is of the opinion that a person is committing or has committed an offence to which this Part or Part VII relates, that member may arrest the person without warrant. 
Part VII.

 a)  i.  A person who contravenes any provision of these 

          Bye-Laws shall be guilty of an offence and liable on 
          summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €1,900. 

ii.  If a contravention of any provision of these Bye-Laws is 
    continued after conviction, the person causing that 
    contravention shall be guilty of an offence on each day 
    on which that contravention continues and shall be liable 
    on summary conviction for each such offence to a fine 

    not exceeding €125.

Part VIII.
a) Fares shall be a matter for private treaty between the    customer and the operator and shall be agreed in advance of the commencement of each journey.

b) Drivers of hackney carriages shall be aged not less than 16 years, shall not be under the influence of alcohol or any illegal substance and shall behave in a courteous manner.

c)  A proprietor or driver of a hackney carriage when standing or plying for hire shall not by calling out or otherwise by himself or any other person employed by him accost any person to hire the carriage to the annoyance of such person or any other persons.

d)  Hackney carriages at designated hiring stands shall stand in an orderly fashion available for hire.

e) A designated hiring stand may be temporarily suspended by Executive Order to facilitate construction / development / maintenance of a roadway or footpath or for any other traffic management purpose and an alternative location may be designated as an alternative temporary stand.
