Course Details

Course overview

Our Emergency Medical Technician Course is approved by the
Pre-hospital Emergency Care Council. It is designed to cater for
the needs of a wide range of organisations and individuals in fire
and/or rescue services, private ambulance services or voluntary
sectors.

This is an excellent, fully integrated course with four weeks full
time training and the offer of placements on emergency vehicles
if required. This approach gives the student the knowledge and
practical skills required to effectively manage an accident or
medical emergency, and all aspects of pre-hospital care and
transport.

Who should attend?

The course is highly recommended for all individuals or
staff whose medical needs involve the treatment and/or the
transportation of injured or ill people to a medical facility. It is the
basic course needed by all personnel working on ambulances in
the pre-hospital environment.

It is preferable that all students attending this course have
completed both the Cardiac First Responder and the Emergency
First Responder or an equivalent standard.
