





The owner of any premises that is let in two or more dwellings must ensure that waste material is separated, stored and presented for collection in accordance with the requirements of the “Bye-Laws for the Storage, Separation at Source and Presentation for Collection of Household Waste” and that the requirements of the Litter Pollution Acts are adhered to. The owner shall, in particular, ensure that the following arrangements are in place: 


1. Arrangements for the regular collection of household waste from the premises 

2. The provision of appropriate waste containers for the occupiers of the premises i.e. containers for dry recyclable waste, biowaste (if a door-to-door collection service is being provided) and residual waste. 

Note: dry recyclable waste means green bin waste; biowaste means brown bin waste (food and light garden waste); and residual waste means grey bin waste.

3. The number of waste containers (unless otherwise authorised in writing by the City Council) shall be one 240L grey bin; one 240L green bin; and one 140L brown bin (if a door-to-door collection service is being provided) per each 4 residents in the premises, or pro rata in relation to premises using 1100L bins.   

4. Waste shall be stored in appropriate waste containers within the curtilage of the property, if possible out of public view, or in such other place that has been approved in writing by the City Council.

5. All waste containers shall be maintained in such a condition and state of repair so that the waste placed therein shall not be a source of nuisance or litter and so that it may be conveniently collected.

6. Liquid matter, hot ashes or other waste material that is likely to damage the container or cause injury to any person shall not be deposited or stored in a waste container.

7. Waste shall not be stored or presented for collection in a manner that would endanger health, create a risk to traffic or pedestrians, harm the environment or create a nuisance through odours or litter.

8. Skips shall not be used as a means of disposal for ordinary household waste

9. Waste shall only be presented for collection in accordance with the requirements of the above mentioned Bye-Laws and, in particular, all waste containers presented for collection shall not be overloaded and shall be securely closed 

10. All waste containers shall be removed from a public place after collection, in accordance with the requirements of the above mentioned Bye-Laws

11. Either the owner or an agent appointed by the owner shall ensure that the requirements set out in this Code of Practice; in the above mentioned Bye-Laws; and in the Litter Pollution Acts are adhered to. If the owner appoints an agent, the owner shall provide the name and contact details of that agent on request to an Authorised Person from the City Council

12. The owner shall ensure that the outside of the premises that is to any extent visible from a public place, is kept free of litter at all times as required by the Litter Pollution Acts 

13. The owner and his/her appointed person(s) shall co-operate with any inspections or requests for information by Authorised Persons from the City Council.

14. The owner shall ensure that notices are placed in highly visible positions within the premises to inform all occupiers of the procedures in place for the separation, storage and presentation for collection of all waste material. This notice must include the name and contact details of the owner or the agent appointed by the owner to deal with issues relating to waste.

This Code of Practice does not in any way reduce the responsibility of the holders of waste under the provisions of the “Bye-Laws for the Storage, Separation at Source and Presentation for Collection of Household Waste”; the Litter Pollution Acts; or any other Acts, Regulations or Bye-Laws.
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
