



Important Notice for Landlords and Tenants

Dublin City Council has adopted a Code Of Practice that requires the owner of any premises that is let in two or more dwellings (i.e. landlords) to ensure that waste material is managed in accordance with the requirements of the Litter Pollution Acts and the “Bye-Laws for the Storage, Separation at Source and Presentation for Collection of Household Waste”. 

The following is a summary of the responsibilities of landlords under the Code of Practice: 


· An adequate number of separate waste containers must be available to enable waste to be segregated and stored.

· The containers must be stored within the curtilage of the property, if possible out of public view. 

· Waste containers must be properly maintained and must not be a source of nuisance or litter. Any part of the property visible from a public place must be kept free of litter.

· Waste must not be stored or presented for collection in a manner that would endanger health, create a risk to traffic or pedestrians, harm the environment or create a nuisance through odours or litter.

· Waste containers presented for collection must not be overloaded but securely closed and removed promptly from a public place after collection. 

· Open containers (skips) must not be used for the disposal of ordinary household waste.

· Notices must be placed in highly visible positions within the premises to inform all occupiers of the procedures in place for the management of waste. These notices must include the name and contact details of the owner or the agent appointed by the owner to deal with all issues relating to waste.
