Update on the Proposed Variation of Dublin City Development Plan 2005-2011.
Ratoath Road Realignment and Overbridge.

Proposal:

The Roads and Traffic Department of Dublin City Council has requested that a variation be

made to the Dublin City Development Plan 2005-2011 to enable the provision of a grade-
separated crossing, involving the construction of
level crossing on the Ratoath Road to replace the existing manually operated level crossing.

The proposal will also involve the realignment of the Ratoath Road, north and south of the

Royal Canal.

Accordingly, the Planning Department is proposing to vary the Dublin City Development Plan

20052011 to include the provision of an overbridge t
as a specific objective of the Plan. A new text entry is proposed in Chapter 7 of the Plan as

follows;

7.8.0 Provision of Additional Road Capacity

Bridges

Rat oath Road Realignment and Overbridge east of Rei
The location of the bridge is defined on the attached map.

At the meeting of the Central Area Committee dated 8" July 2008, the Roads and Traffic
Department presented a report on the proposal and the Committee agreed to the initiation of
the variation procedure.

On receipt of the request from the Roads and Traffic Department, given the location, it was
considered necessary to prepare an environmental report to address potential environmental
impacts on residential amenities and ecology in order to inform the screening for the Strategic
Environmental Assessment; a requirement for any variation. The environmental report was
received in January 2009.

Environmental Report:
The Environmental Report was produced by the Roads and Traffic Department with larnrod
Eireann to examine in detalil the effect of the proposed development on the residential
amenities and biodiversity issues. The Report sets out details of the mitigation measures that
would be taken to safeguard the residential and ecological amenities of the area, relating to:
¢ Noise and Vibration
e Light Overspill and Overshadowing
e Biodiversity

Noise and Vibration:

By using a low-noise surface along the section of the road to the south of the railway
overpass increases in noise levels will be minimal. It was found that noise barriers would not
be suitable for this location and having regard to the residential nature of the area, a low-
noise surface worked best.
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Light Overspill and Overshadowing:
The environmental report outlines the effects of the proposed development on
1. Daylight
2. Sunlight/Overshadowing
3. Artificial Lighting
It was found that the obstructions to daylight from the proposed development would be

minimal. It was found that in only one instance a property would experience less than the

recommended 1,000 hours of sunlight per year.

However, this was mainly due to the northwest facing nature of the property and currently
experiences less than average hours of sunlight. There will be no material loss of amenity to
the residential properties and no impact on the railway line due to artificial lighting if the lights

are at kerb line with a 10 degree inclined luminaries and the recommended 150-watt
luminaries are used.

Biodiversity:

An ecological assessment was carried out to examine the potential impacts on habitats and
Species in consultation with the Nat i on a | Parks and Wildlife
Biodiversity Officer. The entire length of the Royal Canal is a proposed Natural Heritage Area
(PNHA). It was found that the proposed scheme would not impact on the operation of the

The mitigation measures include:

e The site will be re-surveyed in April and mid-June to confirm the presence or absence

of rare and protected plant species.

e The disturbed ground within the area of the central pier will be allowed to re-colonise

naturally.

e Bat boxes will be erected under the completed bridge and advice will be sought from

Bat Conservation Ireland.

e A bat expert will inspect the area in the summertime to ascertain if there are any bat

roosts.

e If re-lining and de-watering of the canal were necessary then the existing strip of
emergent vegetation shall be removed and stored in a nearby section of the canal.
This can be replanted when works are complete to encourage the rapid re-

colonisation of this part of the canal.

Conclusion:

In July 2008, the Central Area Committee recommended proceeding to initiate the proposed
variation. The concerns of the effects on the environment and residential amenity have been
addressed in the environmental report which has informed the screening report for the SEA,
which can now be sent to the Prescribed Bodies. At the end of February, it is intended to
proceed to the next stage, which is to put the proposed variation on public display for a period

of 4 weeks.

Statutory

By public advertisement on 21°' October 2008, representations or objections were invited by the 28"
November 2008. The site notice at this location was erected on the 21° October 2008.

Service Check
A service check was carried out and a number of objections were received:-

1. ESB Networks requires continued independent 24hr access to the Network to allow for operations
and maintenance in the event of a fault.

2. Eircom has substantial plant in this laneway and the cost of removing same is estimated at 100,000
euros.

The laneway is affected by planning permission, 6818/07,granted by Dublin City Council for a
development on the old bakery site at the rear of the laneway in as much as the redevelopment
proposals indicate that access will be required to the laneway. This proposal is currently under appeal
and An Bord Pleanalads decision is expected in

Rather than meeting the ESB and Eircom at this time to discuss what, if any, arrangements can be put
in place to alleviate the residents concerns it is recommended that the matter be deferred pending a
decision from An Bord Pleanala. The Garda Siochana have been requested to police the area as
often as resources permit.

NORTH EAST INNER CITY INTEGRATED AREA PLAN

The final meeting of the North East Inner City Integrated Area Plan Monitoring Committee took place
on 3" July 2008. Dublin City Council would like to acknowledge the contribution and the hard work of
the committee members past and present over the last decade.

New Primary School and Pre-School at Gloucester Place

On 5" December 2005 a decision to grant planning permission was made in respect of a development
consisting of a 9-classroom Primary School and 7-classroom Pre-School. The structure is four storeys
to Sean Mac Dermott Street and Gloucester Park, part three storeys with roof top covered play area
enclosed with canopy to Gloucester Diamond and Gloucester Place, and part four-storey to
Gloucester Place. The development has a total floor area of 3114 sq. m. Works commenced on site
on 22™ January 2007. The Primary School commenced operation on the 22" December 2008 and the
Pre-School commenced operation on the 19" January 2009.

Civic Centre

The Development Agreement was executed on 22™ November 2007. The developer lodged a
planning application on 22" January 2008, planning reference 1174/08. A decision to request
Additional Information was made on 13" March 2008. The applicant submitted the additional
information requested on 12" September 2008. Planning Permission was granted on the 9™ October
2008, subject to conditions.

2 appeals were lodged to An Bord Pleanala. One appeal was deemed invalid by An Bord Pleanala as
it was lodged after the final cut-off date for receipt of appeals. A decision from An Bord Pleanala is
expected in early / mid 2009.

Dublin City Council and Bernard McNamara and Associate Company have undergone mediation with

regard to the following 3 regeneration projects:

Lands.

Liberty Park Créche

Kids Inc operate the Liberty Corner facility, on behalf of Dublin City Council, as a traditional creche
and Montessori facility. It caters for children from 3 months to 5 years. Priority is given to residents
from the NEIC RAPID area. Dublin City Council is subventing the cost of childcare places for local
parents. The facility caters for approximately 31 children. The National Childcare Investment
Programme gave funding approval for the fit out costs on 15™ December 2007. The créche was fitted
out and opened for business on 21° May 2007.

A new-tiered fee structure was introduced in July 2008 in order to comply with requirements for

National Funding for the créche. There are 7 staff members and a Manager employed to work in the
créche. There are currently 23 children attending the créche on a full time basis.

Liberty Corner - Disposal of Nine Retail Units
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The Retail Units are on the market for sale, 5 units have been disposed of, the remaining 4 units are
still on the market and Lisneys are continuing to market them.

Retail Units at Killarney Court/1-4 Portland Square (off North Circular Road)

Expressions of interest from community groups, operating in the North East Inner City area, were
invited and 14 submissions were received. A report and recommendation was made to the North East
Inner City Integrated Area Plan Monitoring Committee on 18" September 2007.

Killarney Court

Citizens Information Centre and HOPE secured a unit each and their design requirements for their

respective units have been finalised. The Contractor that was awarded the contract to carry out the

refurbishment works to the two units at Killarney Court was unable to provide a bond/personal surety

from the bank, therefore the contract had to be retendered. The contract was sent out to tender on

20" August and the deadline for return of submissions was Friday 12th September 2008. Tenders

were examined and the Council gave approval to award the contract on condition that a bond/personal

surety would be provided bytheCont ractor 6s bank. The first and seco
unable to provide a bond and we are in the process of seeking a bond from the third place Contractor.

1-4 Portland Square

A facility at 1-4 Portland Square (off North Circular Road) has also become available. The Cavan
Centre and CASPr were recommended for these premises and the groups accepted an offer to use
the premises. They examined the premises to establish the works required to be carried out, in order
that the premises can be adapted to meet their needs. Reports recommending that both groups be
granted a licence to occupy the building were approved at the November Area Committee meeting
and were agreed at the February City Council meeting. Licence agreements for the disposal of the
facility, to both CASPr and the Cavan Centre, have been signed and sealed. Refurbishment works
are continuing on the building and it is anticipated that both groups will take up occupancy in April
2009.

Foley Street Improvement Works

Consultants Mott McDonald have been appointed to prepare a preliminary and detailed design for the
street. A meeting was held with local businesses last month and some amendments were made to the
design. The design has now been finalised. The contract will go out to tender shortly and it is
expected that the tenders will be returned by the end of February / early March 2009.

An in-depth examination has now been completedontheproposed mini PI P for Sean OO0

Avenue. Unfortunately it will not be possible to carry out the requested works to the front of
Summerhill as there is no way of achieving disabled access to the houses from the pavement level in
Summerhill to comply with Part M of the Building Regulations. All of the other improvement works
requested by residents have been completed or will be completed shortly. Residents to consult with
the CTA archictect to see what further improvements are possible. Ongoing problem with dumping in
the laneways to be addressed by re-issuing keys and trying to get residents to keep gates closed.
Should this fail further more severe measures may be necessary.

Liberty House

Plans for redevelopment has been rejected by D.O.E. City Architects department consulting with
Senior Architect in DOE on revising plans so they will address DOE concerns while meeting residents
requirements. Meeting held with DOE on 8" December and means of resolving issues discussed.
Residents are adamant they want the agreed plan to go ahead. Ongoing internal reviews and
meetings with residents reps to progress this project. Vacant site now causing anti-social problems.
Engineer to look at means of securing site.

St . Marydés Mansions

Serious anti-social problems. One tenant served with Notice to Quit. 2 Exclusion Orders granted and
will come into force in October. A number of meetings have taken place with residents, through CPF,
which DCC and Gardai have participated in. Remedial maintenance works being considered to
address some of the issues. Possibility of pilot Estate Management programme being considered.

Kiln/Forge

Following a request from tenants, security fencing installed on walls of rear gardens of the Forge.
Quotes being sought for replacement of problematic windows in complex. Full funding for these works
has been secured and it is likely that this work will be undertaken in the coming weeks.

Sean Treacy House

Complex fully detenanted. Demolition completed. Planning process completed. Tenders for project
have been submitted and tender report has been sent to DOE for approval. Final approval from DOE.
has now been secured. Contractor to be on site February 2009.
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Lourdes House

First phase of redevelopment now completed, following snagging issues. 25 units have been provided
and tenanted and work will commence immediately on second phase.

Matt Talbot Court

Feasibility Study and costings for redevelopment submitted to the DOE for appraisal. Response from
DOE indicated that they favoured PPP route for this project and this is not a viable option in the
current economic climate. Project to be examined under new scheme for prioritisation of
redevelopment projects. Installation of new railings at ground floor units completed. Quotes for of
installation of Security doors being sought.

James Larkin House

Following requests from residents permit parking introduced. Plans for improvement works to
courtyard currently being examined.

Avondale House
Plans for PIP have now received approval from DOE. Tender documents isued in December .

It is hoped to have contractor on site early 2009.
