Proposal For development of a mixed use scheme on a site of 0.3444
hectares, approximately, principally identified as the site of the 'Hendron's' building,
located to the east of the junction of Western Way and Dominick Street Upper, Dublin
7. The site is bounded to the north and west bt Western Way, to the south by
Dominick Street Upper and to the southeast partially by Palmerston Place and
partially bt the rear gardens of nos. 1-5 Palmerston Place. The site contains a stone
wall which is a protected structure (Dublin City Council RPS no. 8682), extending
along the site's boundary with Western Way. The overall proposed development will
consist of: the demolition of the existing building on site (3,130 sq.m) and the
construction of a mixed use scheme with a total gross floor area of 11,466 sq.m. The
proposed development ranges in height from single storey to 14 storeys over 1 no.
basement level and comprises: 48 no. residential units (5 no. 1 bedroom apartments,
33 no. 2-bedroom apartments and 10 no. 3 bedroom apartments); 4 no. live/work
units (3 no. 3 bedroom live/work units and 1 no. 4-bedroom live/work unit); 32 no.
apart-hotel units (2,505 sq.m); offices (1,532 sq.m), a neighbourhood shop (675
sg.m); an artists gallery/studio (511 sq.m) and restaurant (334 sq.m). The proposed
development also comprises works to the existing stone boundary wall (RPS no.
86825) fronting Western Way (which will be retained and incorporated into the
proposed development), including the creation of openings in the wall of various sizes
to form pedestrian entrances to the development, and the removal of the existing
ashlar stone piers, plinth and cast iron railings to Upper Dominick Street. The
proposed development comprises 3 no. building elements arranged around a central
landscaped courtyard at ground floor as follows: The first element comprises a block
ranging in height from 4 to 14 storeys extends from site's south-western corner at the
junction of Western Way and Dominick Street Upper to the site's southern corner at
the junction of Palmerston Place and Dominick Street Upper. This element will
comprise a neighbourhood shop at ground floor level (657 sq.m); offices extending
from ground floor level to fouth floor level inclusive (totalling 1,532 sg.m); 20
residential units extending from first floor level to fifth floor level inclusive (5 no. 1-
bedroom apartments, 10 no. 2-bedroom apartments, and 5 no. 3-bedroom
apartments); a restaurant at fifth floor level (334 sg.m) and 32 no. apart-hotel units
extending from sixth floor level to thirteenth floor level inclusive (totalling 2,505 sg.m).
The second element is a primarily residential block ranging in height from single
storey to 6 storeys and is located to the north of the first element. It extends along
part of the western site boundary fronting Western Way. This element will comprise
15 no. residential units in total extending over each floor level (12 no. 2-bedroom
apartments, 3 no. 3-bedroom apartments); 4 no. live/workunits extending from ground
floor level to second floor level (3 no. 3-bedrroom live/work units, 1 no. 4-bedroom
live/work unit); and a gallery/studio facility at ground floor level (511 sg.m). The third
element is a primarily residential block with a height of 5 storeys (with a partial set-
back at fifth floor level nearest the existing residences to the north of the site) which
extends along part of the eastern site boundary fronting onto Palmerston Place. This
element includes 13 no. residential units in total spread over each floor level (11 no.
2-bedroom apartments and 2 no. 3-bedroom apartments). The development also
includes 1 no. basement level principally comprising: 68 no. car parking spaces; 60
no. bicycle parking spaces; plant rooms; private residential storage; and bin storage.
The proposed development will provide pedestrian access/egress points along
Western Way, Dominick Street Upper and Palmerston Place. Vehicular access to the
basement level will be provided from the site access road off Palmerston Place. The
proposed vehicular access arrangement will involve reversing the existing one-way
circulatory regime along Palmerston Place so that all traffic must enter at Dominick
Street Upper and exit at Mountjoy Street. In addition the section of Palmerston Place
between the proposed access and Dominick Street Upper will be opened up to two-
way traffic. The proposed development will result in the removal of 7 no. existing pay
and display parking bays along the western kerb line of Palmerston Place.
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The proposed development also includes changes in level; boundary treatments; all
hard and soft landscaping; balconies and terraces; vehicular access points; internal
roads and pathways; pedestrian access points; site services and all associated site
development works above and below ground.

The Data Protection Acts do not prohibit private individuals from putting CCTV cameras on
their premises for security purposes. The processing of personal data kept by an individual
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and concerned solely with the management of his/her personal, family or household affairs or
kept by an individual for recreational purposes is exempt from the provisions of the Acts. This
exemption would generally apply to the use of CCTVs in a domestic environment. If the data
collected is used for any other purposes the exemptions cease to apply.

Therefore the processing of any personal data collected by a private individual as described
above by another third party e.g. Dublin City Council, for other purposes would be in breach
of the Data Protection Acts.

More informationonthe use of CCTV is available on the Data Pr
website www.dataprotection.ie

Note re covert surveillance.

The use of CCTV recording to obtain data without an individual's knowledge is generally
unlawful. Covert surveillance is hormally only permitted on a case by case basis where the
data are kept for the purposes of preventing, detecting or investigating offences, or
apprehending or prosecuting offenders. This provision automatically implies an actual
involvement of An Garda Sioch&na or an intention to involve An Garda Siochana.

Covert surveillance must be focused and of short duration. Only specific (and relevant)
individuals/locations should be recorded. If no evidence is obtained within a reasonable
period, the surveillance should cease.

If the surveillance is intended to prevent crime, overt cameras may be considered to be a
more appropriate measure, and less invasive of individual privacy.

“European Local Democracy Week” (ELDW)
Presentation of the ELDW

The “European Local Democracy Week” (ELDW) is a new annual European event where national
and local events are organised concurrently by participating local authorities in all member States in
order to foster the knowledge of local democracy and promote the idea of democratic participation at
a local level.

The two Council of Europe bodies in charge of local and regional democracy issues i.e. the Congress
of Local and Regional Authorities (Congress) of the Council of Europe and the European Committee
on Local and Regional Democracy (CDLR) have initiated this project and jointly support its
implementation.

The week beginning 15 October has been chosen for holding this event as a tribute to the European
Charter of Local Self-Government, opened for signature on that date in 1985. Local authorities unable,
for a variety of reasons, to crganize the ELDW in this week are free to choose a more suitable week.
A first launch in 2007 would also mark the 50" anniversary of the creation in 1957 of the Conference of
the local authorities of the Council of Europe, the first authority in Europe to bring together elected
officials of local and regional communities.

The European dimension of local democracy

Proximity, a vibrant local democratic life and good governance at local level are aspirations largely
shared by most Europeans.

Several organisations work towards promoting local democracy in Europe. The Council of Europe is
committed to promoting a style of local self-government that meets the needs of the citizens
wherever they may be. The Council of Europe also initiated the European Charter of Local Self-
Government that came into force on 9 September 1988. Through this instrument the signatory States
undertake to recognise the principle of local self-government in domestic legislation.

Organising local events across the continent under the common “label” of the “European Local
Democracy Week” would contribute to reinforcing citizens’ perception of local democracy as a
common European value and a basis for building democratic society.

Target groups

The ELDW is intended for first level local authorities (local communities, cities, municipalities)
responsible for its organisation, as well as for citizens - the principal beneficiaries of the ELDW’s
activities.

Objectives

The ELDW has several aims. Its purpose is to raise European citizens’ awareness of how local
authorities operate, to inform them of the opportunities available for taking part in decision-making at
local level and, as a result, draw their attention to how crucial their participation in local affairs is for
maintaining the vitality of local democracy. The initiative will also serve as an occasion for raising
local councillors’ and local civil servants’ awareness of democratic participation at local level and will
enable them to meet citizens in an informal and entertaining setting. Furthermore, the "“Week” will
also create the opportunity to stress that local democracy is one of the common components for
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constructing a democratic Europe and to inform the public and elected representatives about Council of
Europe’s role in this field.

The “Week"

The first European “Local Democracy Week” will be launched on the occasion of the 15" session of
the Ministerial Conference of European Ministers responsible for Local and Regional Government in
Valencia, 15 to 16 October 2007, with representatives from the Committee of Ministers, the Congress
and the Parliamentary Assembly. Representatives of national associations of local authorities and of
major European cities will also take part in the launching event.

At national level, it is important that a maximum number of partners adopt the week of 15 October as
ELDW because of the symbolic nature of this date. Nevertheless, local authorities unable to organise
the “Week” around this date are free to schedule the ELDW for another, more suitable, time of year. In
order to inform citizens, compile their opinions and expectations, and encourage them to participate
actively in local affairs, participating local institutions would organise for one or several days a variety
of activities aimed at a variety of audiences. The activities could be directed at several levels, from
the more serious to the more entertaining, such as disseminating information, arranging cpen door
days or debates with local leaders and officials on issues of local interest, as well as organising
games and competitions etc.. Particular attention should be given to the involvement of young people
with the aim of raising as early as possible their awareness as regards democratic participation at
local level.

After the “kick-off” in Valencia and other European cities or towns, the "ELDW” shall continue to be
promoted as a “pan-European” event, with the aim of encouraging more and more local authorities to
join in — individually and through their associations. Part of this strategy is also to welcome on board
already-existing initiatives and projects in member States, including those scheduled at different
times of the year, under the common label of “European Local Democracy Week” in order to give
them greater visibility and maybe enhance their impact.

Project partners and participants

As the initiator of the project, the Council of Eurcpe defines the general project ouiline, suggests
activities, proposes a shared visual identity and generally coordinates the European dimension of the
‘week” in close collaboration with local government associations all over Europe. The Gouncil of Europe
also ensures that the European dimension of the initiative is reflected in the activities carried out at local
level.

At national level, national associations of local authorities and national governments are invited to
become partners and promoters of the project, establish a national framework supporting participating
local authorities, and organise national events.

At local level, local authorities are invited to take part in the ELDW individually and will have a wide
degree of discretion for deciding the best ways for organising and implementing the week.

Parther’'s involvement

First consultations with European and national associations of local authorities have generated
positive feedback, with member states demonstrating a general willingness in o support the project.
Further promotion of the project is currently taking place and any local authority, association of local
authorities or other interested partner is invited to support and participate in the project.

Summary Description of Structure

A submission was received by Dublin City Council in 1998 to suggest buildings within
the Phoenix Park that were not at that time included on the RPS. The Deerkeeper’'s
Lodge, Venison House and Stables were included on that list, with a note that they
were located at the edge of the fifteen acres and designed by Decimus Burton
(English architect and garden designer who was particularly associated with various
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projects in park settings such as London Zoo and the Royal Botanic Gardens at
Kew).

Development Plan 20057 2011

The area is Zone Z9, to preserve, provide and improve recreational amenity and
open space. Itis also a Conservation Area.

Assessment of Special Interest under the Planning & Development Act 2000

The Lodge and outbuildings form an important group of buildings within the Park: the
architects of both Lodge and outbuildings are known, which contributes to their
significance. The Lodge is designed in an early 19" century cottage ornee style, and
still retains this character. Its external appearance has been little altered from its
original design by Jacob Owen, while the outbuildings, designed in a more classical
style by Decimus Burton, have also largely retained their early appearance.

The link to the deer herd, which is one of the key elements in the significance of the
park, adds further significance. The Phoenix Park, including its mansions, institutions,
memorials and lodges, is of national significance.

Extent of Protected Structure Status

The curtilage extends to the structure itself and to the site boundaries as in the map
below where the curtilage is shaded in pink.

Summary Description of Structure

The building is comprised of a detached single-storey hexagonal lodge with attic,
built in 18™ century and altered in 1850, with apparently later extension to west side.
The interior plan form is unusual, responding to asymmetrical plan form of the
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building. The shape of the building appears to have largely been a device relating to
the external appearance. This lodge was apparently originally built in the early 18"

century as part of Luke Gardineros demesne

reroofed in 1850 and an upper dormitory was added. This dormitory addition,
designed by Decimus Burton, is unigue to Rose Cottage among the Park Lodges.

Development Plan 200571 2011

The area is Zone Z9, to preserve, provide and improve recreational amenity and
open space. Itis also a Conservation Area.

Assessment of Special Interest under the Planning & Development Act 2000

Architecturally the Lodge is an attractive and unusual building, and was originally

built in the eighteenth century, earlier than many of the other lodges in the Park. Park
records show that in about 1850 it was re-roofed and had an upper dormitory added

by raising the external walls by three or three and a half feet. This dormitory addition,
designed by Decimus Burton, is unique to Rose Cottage among the Park Lodges.
Although the building has undergone alterations internally, it remains very significant.

The building stildl retains its decorative
roof canopy.

In terms of historical interest, Rose Cottage is earlier than most of the other Lodges

in the Park, having been originally built in the eighteenth century. It later became a
Par k Constabl ebds Cottage, and wa s added
nineteenth century.

Extent of Protected Structure Status

The protected structure status should include the structure itself, and the curtilage of
the surrounding area as indicated below. The curtilage extends to the site
boundaries as in the map below where the curtilage is shaded in pink.
