Including Nos 13,14,15,16,17 & 18 Grangegorman Road Lower, Dublin 7 
Proposal:  Planning permission for the redevelopment of a site of 0.63ha, 

approximately 1,151sqm, located at the junction of Grangegorman Road Lower and 
Fitzwilliam Place North. The site includes nos. 13,14,15,16,17 & 18 Grangegorman 
Road Lower and is bounded to the south by a significant planning permission recently 
granted under DCC reg. ref. 4876/06. The proposed development includes the 
demolition of all existing structures on site, including nos. 13,14,15,16,17,18 
Grangegorman Road Lower; and the construction of a mixed use 
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residential/commercial development (with an overall gross floor area of 3,966sqm) 
comprising of 587sqm gfa of commercial space provided at ground floor level and 30 
no. apartments (6no.

A single 
basement level will accommodate 29no. car parking spaces, 30no. cycle spaces, and 
ancillary facilities (refuse stores, plants/stores, etc.). The ground floor level will 
accommodate the parking entrance/access ramp in the southern part of the site and 
will provide, respectively in the central and northern parts of the site, 312sqm gfa of 
retail/commercial use and 275sqm gfa of enterprise/education/commercial use, with 
main and secondary entrances located on both Grangegorman Road Lower and 
Fitzwilliam Place North, along with 6no. dedicated cycle spaces at street level. 
Separate access to the apartments is provided on Grangegorman Road Lower with a 
secondary entrance on Fitzwilliam Place North. All apartments are distributed from 
upper ground floor level to fifth floor level and have direct access to private 
terraces/balconies fronting either onto Grangegorman Road Lower, Fitzwilliam Place 
North or the internal south-east facing communal courtyards located at upper ground 
floor (91sqm) and at first floor (268sqm) levels. The development will also provide a 
roof terrace (70sqm) at fifth floor level. The application also includes all associated 
ancillary works and site development works above and below ground, including hard 
and soft landscaping and enhancements to the site boundaries.

Following examination by Dublin City Councilôs Senior Structural Engineer, a firm of 
specialist Engineers and Contractors were engaged and having secured the site are 
in the process of making the premises safe. This will as far as is reasonably and 
safely possible entail the propping up of the damaged building to remove any danger 
to the public. These works will take approximately until the middle of November to 
complete. This is the extent of the role of the Dangerous Building Section. On 
completion of the works the site will be returned to the Building Owner in a safe 
condition. 

At this time and due to the very complex and dangerous nature of the works, exact 
costs are impossible to assess.  All costs in making the building safe will be levied 
against the Building Owner in accordance with the provisions of the above Act. 

A Planning Enforcement Notice has been served therefore all further work to the 
building must be carried out with the approval of the Planning Department up to and 
including full re-instatement.  The Planning Department are preparing a prosecution 
under the Planning Acts and the Gardaí are investigating the matter with a view to 
criminal prosecution.

some areas receiving extra attention if requested by members of the public or public 
representatives. Our gully cleaning crews also monitor areas that have been 
previously flooded during times of heavy rain. 
 
With respect to Jonesôs Road, the gullies along this road were last cleaned on the 11

th
 

of July 2008. These gullies were inspected following the flooding in August and were 
found to be in satisfactory working condition. Our crews have visited and cleaned 
gullies along this road on 13 occasions since our roistered cleaning programme 
began in 2004. Furthermore our construction crews have begun installing extra 
gullies along Jonesôs Road as of the 3

rd
 of November 2008. 

 
CCTV surveys of the drainage infrastructure within this area are also ongoing and will 
identify any defects within the network.

As the Councillor will be aware the PPP agreement between Dublin City Council and 
McNamara/Castlethorn for the regeneration of the OôDevaney Gardens Flats 
Complex has been terminated. As part of this agreement it had been proposed that 
280 social housing units would be built during the course of the five year construction 
schedule. In order to facilitate first phase works four residential blocks in OôDevaney 
were emptied and no further large scale detenanting was, at that stage, envisaged. 
Normal City Council services have continued to be made available to all remaining 
OôDevaney residents and, in particular, there has been no diminution in Housing 
Maintenance services. As a consequence all of the occupied flats which remain in the 
complex are considered suitable for habitation and, where any difficulties occur, 
problems are rectified within the time schedules prescribed.  
 
The Council recognises that OôDevaney residents, many of whom would have been 
directly involved in the formulation of original regeneration proposals, are extremely 
disappointed at the termination of the Project Agreement. The Council further 
recognises that the uncertainty which currently exists is not ideal and, in an effort to 
ensure that living conditions within OôDevaney are maintained, has committed itself to 
a number of initiatives aimed at providing reassurance to residents in this regard. 
A block painting programme has commenced, replacement/repair of railings within 
the complex is proposed and proposals regarding play facilities are being examined. 

 
The Councillor will also be aware that a significant proportion of current OôDevaney 
residents have expressed a desire to move to alternative accommodation outside of 
the complex. While the Council must obviously bare in mind its responsibilities to the 
housing needs of those on the general Housing and Housing Transfer Lists it has 
also undertaken to ensure, as far as is practically possible, that opportunities to move 
are provided for those OôDevaney residents who have indicated that they wish to 
transfer. 

 
With the demise of the PPP agreement the City Council has established a dedicated 
design team to bring forward alternative regeneration proposals. 
Council Officials have already committed themselves to presenting alternative 
regeneration proposals before Christmas 2008. These proposals will be presented to 
City Councillors, The OôDevaney Gardens Regeneration Board and, at a public 
meeting, to residents from OôDevaney and from neighbouring communities. 

 
Initial works associated with the demolition of four unoccupied blocks is underway. 
Prior to the commencement of these works a meeting between the demolition 
contractor, residentsô representatives and local City Council Officials, at which the full 
programme of works was explained, was held. Council officials continue to meet 
regularly with residentsô representatives and the contractor and any issues which 
occur are addressed immediately. Proposals in relation to play facilities are being 
prepared and, when finalised, residents, who have previously objected to the 
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proposed location of such facilities, will be consulted. This consultation will take place 
in the next few weeks.  

 
 Regular meetings between the City Council and the Gardai take place on  

anti-social issues. Following disturbances earlier this year the Council extended the 
local CCTV system significantly and the frequency of Garda patrols was increased. 
The security situation within the complex will continue to be monitored closely and the 
Council and the Gardai will continue to work in close co-operation to resolve any 
difficulties which arise.

Dublin City Council is currently rolling out the brown bin service in order to meet both 
EU and national requirements for the diversion of organise waste from landfill. New 
collection arrangements have been introduced in areas where the brown bin service 
is provided, with black and brown bins being collected on alternate weeks. 
 
In September 2008 brown bins were issued to the customers of Cabra Park, Saint 
Peters Road and Connaught Street. In general the alternate collection (Black/Brown) 
is working well. However a fortnightly collection of residual waste (black bin) is not 
sufficient in some cases, in particular multi-occupancy dwellings. 
 
Cabra Area staff have been monitoring the roll out closely and have inspected the 
area immediately before and after each collection. They have called and written 
individual letters to residents who have been, or appear to be, at risk of not complying 
with the collection schedule or requirements for the presentation of bins, advising 
them of what they need to do. They have also written to and contacted landlords as 
appropriate, especially where non-collection is due to substantial arrears. Cabra 
Office is working with The Cabra Park Residents Association to ensure the successful 
roll out of the programme and have sought and obtained additional cleaning to ensure 
standards are maintained.

Equally should 
additional brown bins be required our Customer services centre Tel: 2221000 should 
be contacted.

Introduction 

The Phibsborough/ Mountjoy Local Area Plan was adopted at the City Council Meeting of the 
6

th
 of October 2008. The Local Area Plan seeks to address a broad range of planning and 

development issues impacting on the growth of Phibsborough as a designated Prime Urban 
Centre and its policy proposals are geared to secure the economic, social and physical 
regeneration of the area, and in particular to provide a structured approach to the 
development of high profile sites within the plan boundary, e.g. Phibsborough Shopping 
Centre and Dalymount Park. 
 
It is a key objective of the Local Area Plan that the Phibsborough/ Mountjoy area capitalises 
on the opportunities presented by the release of the major land banks for development. The 
plan seeks to provide clear objectives for the future of these sites, addressing issues such as 
density, scale, height, layout of streets and public space. It sets out targets for achieving an 
appropriate mix of residential, employment, community and leisure uses to enhance the social 
and economic vitality of Phibsborough/ Mountjoy.  
 
The approach taken in the Local Area Plan is to set out Site Framework Strategies for Key 
Development Sites within the Local Area Plan boundary. A detailed design framework is 
provided for each of the development sites detailing land uses, access and movement, built 
form and landscape and community facilities. 
 
In order to enable the redevelopment of the Key Development Sites for mixed-use 
development including community facilities, in accordance with the Local Area Plan strategy, 
changes to the land use zonings of the Dublin City Development Plan will be required. In 
addition, it is necessary to vary Section 14.11.0 of the Dublin City Development Plan to 
include a Specific Objective to ensure that new development is in accordance with the Local 
Area Plan. This approach will ensure that the release of the key lands for new development is 
balanced with a significant delivery of community, social and recreational infrastructure and a 
tangible planning gain to the local community.  
 
 
Reason for the Proposed Variation: 

 
(A) Site Specific Objectives 

It is proposed to include a Specific Objective at Section 14.11.0, Map E of the Dublin City 
Development Plan 2005-2011 to ensure that development is in accordance with the Specific 
Objectives of the Phibsborough/ Mountjoy Local Area Plan.

It has a 
prominent and dignified presence on the street and its pleasing architectural design 
aesthetic makes a significant visual contribution to the streetscape. 

 

Historical: While the exact date of construction of the warehouse has not been established, it 

appears on the basis of stylistic and cartographic evidence that the warehouse was constructed 

in the mid 19
th
 century.

All requests for traffic management interventions are considered by the Traffic 
Advisory Group (TAG). The TAG consists of Engineers from Traffic Division, Traffic 
Administration and representatives from Garda Traffic Division. 
 
All requests are examined by the Area Traffic Engineer against set guidelines. These 
guidelines list the issues to be taken into account and may involve traffic speeds, 
volumes, pedestrian flows, physical characteristics of the road etc. The guidelines 
are there to ensure that requests are dealt with in a consistent manner across the 5 
Areas. The guidelines have been considered by the Transportation and Traffic 
Strategic Policy Committee and were last updated in February, 2007. An extract of 
the relevant minutes is copied below. 
 

2.1. TAG Procedure Review and Traffic Management Guidelines  
 
Mr. Derek Dixon, Senior Engineer, Traffic Control and Management, presented this report.  The 
two main changes proposed are: (1) the request by a Councillor for a review of a TAG 
recommendation can be verbal (details specified at Area Committee meeting or to Senior 
Engineer) provided it is confirmed in writing by, say, an email and (2) the criteria for provision of 
ramps is amended by the addition of a provision that ramps will be considered where normal 
criteria are not met but where the Garda Traffic Division, Dublin Castle confirm in writing that there 
is an issue of safety involved. 
 
The report was noted and proposals agreed, to be reviewed after a year if necessary.   
 

The following motion agreed and referred by the North West Area Committee at its meeting on the 
16th February 2007, was considered in conjunction with this item: 
 

ñThat   ñThat matters other than speed and volume of traffic be taken into account when considering traffic 
calming matters. In particular reports from the Gardai should be sought and serious consideration 
should be given to traffic calming areas prone to accidents and anti-social activity such as joy 
riding.ò  

 
This    This issue was addressed in Mr. Dixonôs report ï the section on amendment to Current 

Criteria for Provision of Ramps/Cushions 
 

 
It should be noted that there has been no further review. It  is proposed to review the 
guidelines following completion of the current Department of Transport review of the 
Traffic Signs Manual. 
 
Following initial examination by the Area Traffic Engineer, further surveys may be 
required. In particular, residential parking schemes are only implemented following 
survey of residents. Requests for traffic signals and pedestrian signals require full 
day traffic counts for assessment. 
 
The minutes of the TAG are presented each month to the relevant Area Committee 
for consultation purposes. Where a Member has a particular issue with any 
recommendation, this may be re examined taking into account any particular special 
circumstance raised by the Member. Following any such  
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re-examination, the recommendation may be altered or confirmed. The final decision 
on traffic management matters is an Executive Function. 
 
The TAG processes a very considerable volume of requests. The average number of 
requests in a month is as follows; 
 
North Central Area:  33 
Central Area:  38 
South Central Area: 25 
North West Area: 7 
South East Area: 36 
 
At present there is a backlog of requests for examination in all areas. The backlog in 
each area is as follows; 
 
North Central Area: 140 
Central Area: 75 
South Central Area: 103 
North West Area:  32 
South East Area:  209 
 
The backlogs result directly from the volume of requests received, staff numbers and 
the high turnover of staff in the Traffic Division. Staff vacancies in Traffic Division 
have recently been filled and the Division is now better placed to deal with the current 
backlog.   
 
In the run-up to elections in 2009 the volume of requests can be expected to grow. 
These will be dealt with as quickly as possible subject to staff resources and the 
need to give each request proper consideration against current guidelines.
