The prioritisation of any application is reliant on the City Council  being informed by 
the applicant or his or her personal representative, that works are required prior to 
hospital release.  When representations are made by or on behalf of an applicant in 
this situation, the tenant or representative is requested to provide confirmation from 
the Hospital involved, that the work is required to allow patient discharge and return 
home.  On receipt of this confirmation in writing the application is then prioritised. 
 
If it is the wish of the Central Area Committee, reps from the Council will meet with 
Patient Services in the Mater Hospital to explain the priorities set out above and 
discuss the process for ensuring the Council has the correct information in relation to 
such priority cases.  However, the Mater Hospital is only one of a number of hospitals 
in the city and the Council cannot put in place any protocol that would give it priority 
over other City Hospitals.
