Dublin City Council having consulted the various internal service departments have confirmed 
to the Department of Education and Science that we have no objections in principle to their 
submitted proposal for the provision of a permanent Gaelscoil for Gaelscoil Bharra on a portion 
of the site currently occupied by St. Finbarr‟s GAA Club on Fassaugh Avenue subject to 
Planning etc.  Furthermore Dublin City Council had asked St. Finbarr‟s GAA Club if they were 
now prepared to enter into tri-partite negotiations to move the process forward.

Blackhorse Avenue 
Approximately 20M of 375MM pipeline has been upgraded to 450MM. 
It is proposed to reline approximately 40M of 450MM pipeline within the next 4-6 weeks. OPW 
have carried out minor Works at North Road, Phoenix Park. Some additional Drainage 
improvement works are scheduled to commence at North Road within the next 6 weeks (OPW). 

 
Drumcondra 
A number of householders on Clonliffe Road have installed Non-return valves on their drain 
connections, following surveys carried out by Drainage Division staff. New Surface Water 
pumping station at Botanic Avenue has been commissioned. 

 
Cabra 
Gully construction works have been carried out at Inver Road, Dingle Road and Carnlough 
Road. An in-house Drainage Catchment study is under way. 
 
 
A preliminary Drainage Catchment Study by the Flood Defence Unit of Dublin City Council is 
currently underway looking at the effects of the August 2008 and July 2009 flooding incidents.  
Some of the possible drainage improvement works identified so far include the construction of a 
swale at the junction of Drumcliffe Road and Inver Road and also the construction of a new 
pipeline from the junction of Bannow Road/Carnlough Road through the industrial estate to the 
River Tolka a distance of approximately 900m.  Other options are still being examined.  All of 
these options require investigation to determine their effectiveness and can be classified as 
large-scale capital works which will require significant funding to be in place before they can be 
progressed.  The results of this preliminary study should be complete at the end of next month. 

 
The Office of Public Works has been applied to, by the Strategic Planning and Project 
Management Divisions of Dublin City Council, for minor works funding to carry out short-term 
anti-pluvial measures in the areas of house flooding to reduce the risk of a reoccurrence.  A 
decision on this funding should be received by the end of this month.

Drainage Issues following 

Flooding on 2nd July 2009 

 

INTRODUCTION 

The rainfall which fell in the early morning of July 2nd was an extreme event, Met Eireann has 

confirmed that the rainfall measured at Dublin Airport on the morning of 2nd July from 4-5am 

was the highest recorded there in a single clock hour since records began. Met Eireann have 

also confirmed that 2009 was the wettest July in Dublin in 73 years. 

 

The intensity of the rain completely overpowered the drainage system in several areas 

resulting in surcharging of the network, leading to road flooding in many locations, with some 

areas also affected by property flooding.  

 

In some areas, including the Central Area, the drainage network could not cope with the 

extreme volume of rain that fell and as a result, the network was overpowered which resulted 

in surcharging and widespread flooding. The north side of the city took the brunt of the 

flooding. Where the system was overpowered by the intensity of the rainfall, only limited action 

could be taken by the City Council to alleviate flooding during the period of the downpour. City 

Council personnel concentrated on pumping water from affected areas and in minimising 

danger to the public by assisting householders who were affected by the floods and removing 

people from vehicles that got caught up in the floods. 

 

Central Area: 

The extreme rainfall event of July 2nd led to widespread road and property 

flooding throughout the Central Area.

Details on the above four individual areas are set out below. 

Basement Flooding 

As can be seen from the list of property flooding above, the vast majority of properties in the 

Central Area affected by flooding are of basement, or split-level, type construction. In most 

cases, basements were flooded without any significant road flooding outside.  

 

This type of flooding is mainly confined to older properties, the design and construction of 

which leaves them particularly vulnerable. However, it is generally possible for householders 

to have a Non-Return Valve fitted to their properties. This involves some relatively inexpensive 

construction work being carried out, and will afford householders, and their property, a 

considerable degree of protection from this type of flooding. 

 

Under normal conditions, there is a low flow in the public sewer, and the private drain 

connections drain the houses effectively. In extreme rainfall events, the water level in the 

public sewer rises, as the sewer fills with rainwater, and can flood adjacent basements. 

 

This type of domestic drainage layout is not permitted under current building regulations for 

this reason. It appears that the builders of many old houses of this design were aware of this 

risk, as old flood protection devices have been found in the private outfall manholes in several 

properties. These primitive Non-Return Valves are now damaged, or in a poor state of repair, 

and do not offer any protection to the houses connected to them. 
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Dublin City Council Drainage Division recommends that all properties with a floor level that is 

below the level of the public footpath outside have a non-return valve fitted to protect against this 

type of flooding.  

 

North Strand Area 

A significant number of properties in the North Strand Area were affected, including, Bayview 

Avenue, Ballybough Road, Bessborough Avenue and Charleville Avenue. Road flooding was 

also reported on King‟s Avenue. 

 

All the properties in this area, which the City Council is aware of having suffered flooding, are 

either basements, or split-level type structures, where a section of the property is below road 

level. The most effective protection for properties with basements, or a split-level type 

construction is to have a Non-Return Valve fitted to the private drainage connection pipeline. 

 

Dublin City Council has already advised a number of householders in the above areas on flooding 

protection measures, including fitting Non-Return Valves. Where residents are uncertain about the 

private drainage layout that they are connected to, Dublin City Council Drainage Division can carry 

out a survey to determine the best location to install the Non-Return Valve. Once the location has 

been identified, it will be a matter for the residents to arrange for the Non-Return Valve to be fitted. 

 

DCC Drainage Division will be carrying out further investigations over the coming months to 

determine if there are any blockages/defects in the system, and will carry out any remedial 

works that may be required.  

East Wall 

The July 2nd flooding affected a number of locations within the East Wall area, including 14 

houses of Seaview Avenue East. The Island Quay apartments on East Road were also 

affected by basement flooding. Road flooding was reported on Church Street East, West Road 

and East Road. 

 

Seaview Avenue East 

House numbers 1-14, on the north side of Seaview Avenue East are vulnerable to flooding 

due to their split level design. The rear of these properties is approximately 1.5 M below the 

road level at the front. They are effectively basement type properties and are prone to flooding 

whenever the public drainage infrastructure surcharges during storm conditions.  
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As outlined above, this design leaves houses, which are not protected by Non-Return Valves 

vulnerable to flooding in extreme rainfall events. Dublin City Council Drainage Division have 

written to the householders concerned, advising what steps should be taken to protect the 

houses. As in other areas, DCC are available to survey the resident‟s private drainage 

systems, as required, to determine the ideal locations for residents to have Non-Return Valves 

fitted. 

 

Island Quay 
The Island Quay apartment development on East Road experienced basement flooding on 2nd 

July, although no residential units were affected. The public sewer on East Road surcharged 

due to the heavy rains, although there was no road flooding. 

The apartment‟s internal drainage system is designed with pipes under-slung from the car 

park roof, which discharge to the public sewer. At several points there are push-on covers on 

the under-slung pipes, which can be removed to allow the private drainage system to be 

cleaned. When the public sewer surcharged, the water level rose above these push-on covers, 

and they popped off, allowing water to discharge freely into the underground car park. The 

property owner has been advised to have Non-Return Valves fitted to their private drainage 

system to prevent this recurring. 

 

During investigations into the flooding, Drainage Division found a significant blockage in the 

main surface water culvert that drains the area. The blockage was caused by a building 

contractor inadvertently pouring concrete into the culvert, reducing it‟s cross sectional area, 

and consequently, the amount of water the culvert could discharge. As much of the East Wall 

area surface water sewers discharge to this culvert, this blockage had the effect of reducing 

the rate at which the sewer network could drain surface water from the area. Dublin City 

Council Drainage Division has recently removed this obstruction and will be invoicing the 

developer for the costs incurred. 

 

 

Jones’ Road 

There was significant road flooding on Jones‟ Road, and a number of properties were flooded. 

Jones‟s Road is in a local low point and has a history of flooding incidents. 

 

A number of additional gullies were installed following the flooding of August 2008. DCC will 

continue a programme of pressure cleaning of the sewers in the area. Short-term local 

improvement measures will be investigated, and will be carried out where feasible. In addition, 
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the Drainage Division has written to Croke  Park facilities management requesting them to 

examine the adequacy of the stadium storm water pumping station. 

 

A hydraulic study of the network has identified some long-term capital improvement works, 

some of which are listed below. 

 Upsizing approximately 125m pipeline from 375mm/450mm to 900mm/1500mm on 

Jones Road 

 Upsizing approximately 815m pipeline from 300mm/450mm to 600mm/750mm on 

Clonliffe Road 

 Upsize approximately 175m pipeline from 450mm to 1500mm on Orchard Road.  

 Upsize approximately 340m of pipeline from 525mm to 900mm on Ballybough Road 

 

All of these options require further investigation to determine their effectiveness and can be 

classified as large scale capital works which will require significant funding to be in place 

before they can be progressed. 

     

Sherrard Street / Portland Place 

A number of basement properties on Sherrard Street were affected during the July 2nd flooding 

incident. The lower sections of the properties concerned are approximately 2m below the road 

level at the front. They are effectively basement type properties and are prone to flooding 

whenever the public drainage infrastructure surcharges during storm conditions, as outlined 

above. As the flooded properties are at the upper end of the hill on Sherrard St, road flooding 

does not appear to have been a significant problem here. However, there was road flooding at 

the bottom of the hill, on Portland Place. As with all basement properties, DCC recommend 

that residents have Non-Return Valves fitted to their private drainage connections. 

 

CABRA  AREA 

 

Road flooding was recorded at a number of locations on 2nd July last, including Dingle Road, 

Carnlough Road, Cuala Road, Leix Road and Imall Road. Staff from Drainage Division 

Bannow Road depot cleared the road flooding in the Dingle Road and Carnlough Road areas 

by 7 AM. Road flooding at the other locations was cleared by 10.30 AM. There was no house 

flooding reported at any of these locations on 2nd July. 

 

A preliminary Drainage catchment study is currently underway looking at the effects of the 

August 2008 flooding incident. Some of the possible drainage improvement works identified so

1) Terms of Reference  
      

The Plan monitoring committee is established to: 
 

a)  Monitor progress on achieving the objectives of the particular statutory plan as 
approved by Dublin City Council and  

 
b) Define and agree consultation and communication process with Dublin City 

Council, Developers and other relevant Stakeholders in respect of relevant 
Master Plan sites  

 
2) Functions  

 
      The committee will: - 

 
a) Identify any change in circumstances since the preparation and approval of the 

original plan which may impact on the realisation of the plans objectives   
 

b) Proactively pursue provision of appropriate community accessible facilities on 
identified sites 

 
c) Identify and foster the economic development potential of the area  

 
d) Ensure that community participation underpins all aspects of the plan 

implementation; 
 

 
e) Identify and consult with relevant bodies/agencies on problems and barriers which 

may arise and which are causing delay in the implementation process; 
 

f) Influence the activities of the providers of public utilities, statutory authorities, 
municipal and local authorities, state bodies, semi-state companies in relation to 
and to the benefit of the plan implementation. 

g) Establish performance indicators in relation to meeting the objectives of the Plan 
h) Maintain liaison with other relevant stakeholders and statutory agencies to ensure 

they are fully engaged with the process as appropriate  
 
 
3) Membership & Chair 
 
 

a) The Committee shall comprise the following members and be cross-sectoral in its 
composition and represent the actual stakeholders in the process (Residents, 
Councillors, City Council Officals, Business Sector and other stakeholders with 
relevant interests). The membership of the committee shall be not less than 8 
members and not more than 12 members.  There shall be no more than 2 Councillors 
and a maximum of 5 Residents representatives as members with the former being 
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nominated by the area committee and the latter being nominated by a selection 
process from bona fide residents associations in the plan area which have proper 
governance structures and procedures in place 

 
b) One of the City Councillors from the particular area shall be appointed as chairperson 

of the committee.  The position of chair will require an annual re-election process.   
 
c) Members of the committee may elect a chairperson for particular meetings where the 

appointed chairperson is unable to attend. 
 

 
d) Members of the committee shall retain membership up to and including for a period of 

one year following the term of the Plan.  Term of office shall not exceed 2 years in the 
first instance following which members will become eligible for re-election 

 
e) The committee may continue to act notwithstanding a vacancy among its members. 

 
f) The committee may appoint additional sectoral members (subject to the overall 

maximum number of members within that sector) and may establish such sub-
committees as are necessary to efficiently transact committee business.  The Garda 
Siochana can be included as part of this exercise. 

 
g) In order to expedite committee business all committee members representing statutory 

agencies (if any) must hold decision making positions within their respective agencies. 
 

h) Any member may be removed from membership of the committee if he/she fails to 
attend three consecutive committee meetings. The mechanism for such removal shall 
be by resolution of not less that two thirds of the overall committee membership 
including the Chair  

 
4) Committee meetings  
 

a) The committee shall hold a minimum of 4 meetings per annum and such other 
meetings as may be necessary for the performance of its functions. 

 
b) No business shall be conducted at any committee meeting unless there is a quorum of 

members present. The quorum for any official regular committee meeting shall be not 
less than two thirds of the overall membership. 

 
 
 
5) Taking of a Poll 
 

a) The committee shall at all times endeavour to reach decisions by means of a 
consensus approach. 

 
b) In exceptional circumstances and only at the direction of the Chair or by resolution of at 

least two thirds of the members present a poll of members may be taken to resolve any 
particular issue or to determine a course of action. 

 
c) Notwithstanding the above the committee will recognise and accept that Dublin City 

Council cannot be bound by any decision reached on foot of a poll of committee 
members or any other decision making process which would result in a contravention 
of the Council‟s financial planning, corporate or other policies or an illegal action on the 
Council‟s part or result in Dublin City Council acting "ultra vires”

Event Programme 2009 

___________________________________________________________________ 
 
 
Summer in Dublin 2009 
This programme of free events received great support 
this year from the public. There was also a marked 
increase in the number of acknowledgement received 
verbally and in writing from members of the public who 
appreciated that Dublin City Council were providing free 
events in these recessionary times when families are 
finding it difficult financially. There has also been an 
increase in recognition from event organisers in terms 
of the support provided to them by the staff in this Unit.   
 
The highlights of the Summer Programme were the 
Street Performance World Championships (SPWC), 
Kings of Concrete, The Rose Festival, the Smithfield Festival and the Liffey Swim to date. The 
audience numbers for the SPWC exceeded all expectations and were estimated at 130,000 over the 4 
days and the increased footfall in the area was very visible in Westland Row, Merrion Row and the 
general environs of Merrion Square. The Unit supported the Rose Festival organised by the Parks and 
Landscape Services with the inclusion of musical entertainment and also the introduction of activities 
and events for teenagers and young people.  The Smithfield Festival was a collaboration between the 
organisers of the Eurocultured event and also the Urban Garden event.   
 
Another highlight of the Summer in Dublin was the presentation of a programme of events in civic 
spaces as part of the TCD Shakespeare Festival. The group of students involved in organising this 
event were extremely professional and we are hopeful that we will have sufficient funds to support this 
new addition to the calendar going forward. The Unit also assisted many events such as the Ladies 
Mini Marathon National Bike Week, Africa Day, Sari Fest and others with the use of equipment, 
infrastructure and advice.   
The Fringe Festival presented an increased programme of outdoor events utilising a minimum of 6 of 
the cities public spaces and areas. Outdoor events funded by this Unit also took place for Culture Night 
on the 25

th 
September. 

   
Autumn – Winter 2009   
 

The Viking Festival 
This Viking Festival will be presented as part of the activities 
for Innovation Dublin Week. The Festival will run from Friday 
the 16

th
 to Sunday the 18

th
 October. The locations used will 

include Essex Street West, Civic Offices Amphitheatre and 
Dublinia. The Fingal Living History performers will build a 
Viking village on site in the Amphitheatre with added activity 
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taking place in the surrounding area. Other partners participating in the event to date include Pat Liddy, 
Dublinia and the Viking Splash Tours.  For more information check out www.dublinvikingfestival.ie 
 
Halloween in the City  
The theme of Bram Stoker and Dracula was highlighted in the Call for Proposals for events for 
Halloween 2009. Following the assessment of submissions - 2 events were selected - a theatre 
production of Carmilla by Gavin Kostick 
Based on the vampire novella of the same name by Joseph Sheridan Le Fanu, which was in part the 
inspiration for Bram Stoker‟s Dracula, produced and performed by Whiplash Productions and a Dracula 
themed programme of activity aimed at a family audience. The events will take place during Halloween 
and during the mid-term break. Potential partners in the event currently include - The Contemporary 
Music Centre, Fishshamble Street, Dublin Bus – Ghost 
Bus, Dublin Castle, Dacre Stoker and Dublin City Libraries. 
Activity may also take place in City Hall. The theatre 
production will take place at a location tbc.   
.  
Christmas Programme 2009 
A varied programme of activity is being produced this year 
including Dublin On Ice at Smithfield, Santa‟s Workshop, 
Christmas Markets, Christmas Tree Lighting Ceremonies 
and various street entertainment. The live Crib at the 
Mansion House and support for Senior Citizen‟s Day on the 
20

th
 November.  

 
With regard to Dublin on Ice, the same number of tickets in 
relation to community benefit will be available this year.  
The event is due to commence on Friday the 20

th
 November, with a proposal to host the community 

days on the 17
th
 18

th
 and 19

th
 November. It is intended to request that community  tickets be allocated 

electronically on the collection days. The collection takes place in the MACRO Community Resource 
Centre and electronic distribution will allow local community representatives the opportunity to network 
and meet and greet persons who are collecting tickets rather than spending time manually recording 
details of ticket recipients. To date no copies of the lists of recipients have been forwarded to this Unit or 
submitted to the ice rink promoters as requested verbally. A request for submission of the details of the 
schools allocation was refused.  
 
Event Liaison 
Overall applications for 2009 are slightly up on last year (254 for the same period) although filming 
activity has decreased significantly. The Irish Film Board points out that 2008 was an exceptional year 
for filming in Dublin City and was not the norm.  
Applications for promotional activity have steadily increased since re-introduction of this activity this 
year.

Markets and Street Trading 
The markets in Coppinger Row and Smithfield are still operating every Thursday and Friday.  The 
Coppinger Row market was filmed for the “At your Service” RTE series which is due to be shown this 
autumn. Discussions have taken place with area management regarding future use of Portobello 
Harbour for a market or other activity. The Art Walk on the Boardwalk commenced during the summer 
and was very well received and added much needed animation to the Boardwalk. There has and 
continues to be a marked increase in the number of request from persons interested in street trading. 
 
 
Enforcement 
On the Spot Warning Notices have been introduced in 
relation to lack of compliance by traders with their licence 
conditions. All traders have been notified of the 
commencement of this system. A notice will be issued 
to any trader breaching a condition of their licence. After 
three warning notices have been issued a licence can 
be revoked. 
 
 
 
Event Trading 
The total number of Event Trading licences  
(Jan – Aug) issued is 2487 representing and increase of 
8.75% on the previous year. This is partly due to the 
pilot schemes in operation and a general increase in 
interest in event trading. The following chart represents 
the May to August data.  Croke Park (862 licences) and the O2 Arena (241 licences) are not 
represented in this chart due to the high number of licences issued for these locations.  There was a 

drop in the licences issued in 2009 for the RDS due to the fact that the O2 Arena re-opened in 2009.

Events organised by this Unit are either produced by us or produced in partnership with other event or 
Festival Organisers. The events primarily take place in city centre venues and fulfil the objective of 
animation of public space in the city centre for the participation and enjoyment of all who visit work and 
live in the city. Marketing and promotion of these events takes place as follows:

In addition to the above, event organisers also promoted their events through print media, local and 
national, broadcast media, both TV and Radio, posters, flyers and booklets 
 
Information for Communities adjacent to Event Venues.  
 
Communication of details of events to local residents and businesses is by way of letter drop and or 
signage in the area. In the case of Smithfield, a summary document containing details of the event and 
contact details for the organisers is sent by e-mail to key contacts on a circulation list that has been 
compiled and added to over the last number of year through contact with local business and residents 
groups and individuals. Where possible summary documents were circulated with relevant contact 
details. Event organisers are also provided with the contact details for various business and residents 
representatives in a particular area and they may also liaise directly with such representatives 
 
Event information meetings took place up to 3 times a year in relation to events in Smithfield up to 2008. 
Unfortunately this year we were unable, due to lack of staff resources, to facilitate the holding of such 
meetings. It is intended going forward to utilize other meetings within the area to disseminate 
information rather than hosting separate meetings. In this regard a presentation was made at the recent 
NWIC Policing Forum meeting regarding the Dublin on Ice event.

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Introduction 

Ellesmere Avenue was inspected on Monday 1st of September 2008 and the parking 
occupancy was found to be low (approximately 60%). A Traffic Advisory Group (TAG) decision 
not to recommend permit parking was presented to the Area Committee Meeting in October 
2008. However this decision was not accepted by a number of Councillors and the matter was 
referred back to the TAG for further investigation. 
 
Ellesmere Avenue was re-inspected on Friday 31st of October 2008 and again parking 
occupancy was found to be low (approximately 65%).However it was noted that there was 
much higher parking occupancy on Ellesmere Avenue at the end closest to the North Circular 
Road. Parking occupancy was also noted to be high on two of the roads off Ellesmere Avenue 
namely Everton Avenue and Ardmore Avenue. 
 
At the November TAG meeting it was proposed to recommend a ballot of residents of 
Ellesmere Avenue on a Pay and Display and Permit Parking Scheme. In order to protect the 
residents of the adjoining roads from the effects of displaced parking it was also proposed to 
ballot the residents of the adjoining streets, namely Everton Avenue, Ardmore Avenue, 
Glenard Avenue and Doon Avenue, on the introduction of Pay and Display and Permit Parking 
Schemes on their roads at the same time. It was proposed that while these ballots would be 
conducted at the same time they would be counted separately on each road. 

Ballot 

The ballots were conducted and the counts took place in February 2009. The results of the 
ballots were as follows: 

Street For Against Result 

Ellesmere Avenue 24 30 Rejected 

Everton  Avenue 6 5 Accepted 

Doon Avenue 2 4 Rejected 

Glenard Avenue 5 0 Accepted 

Ardmore Avenue 7 8 Rejected 

Following the results of the ballot it was recommended to proceed with the implementation of 
Pay and Display and Permit Parking on both Everton Avenue and Glenard Avenue. 

Request 

The permit parking schemes were due for introduction on both Everton Avenue and Glenard 
Avenue in October 2009. However immediately prior to the introduction of these schemes the 
Traffic Department received a number of representations from both residents and Councillors 
requesting that the result of the ballots be reviewed as it was argued that the ballots had not 
been conducted correctly and that the results were not a true representation of the views of 
the residents.  

 

Review 

It was decided to defer implementation of the schemes pending a review of the ballots. 
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The ballot was reviewed in response to the following allegations. 

 It was alleged that the ballot was counted incorrectly: 

All ballot papers returned have been recounted and the initial results have been 
confirmed as being correct. 

 It was alleged that several of the residents of the road were informed that the decision 
would be based on the majority in the area. 

A standard letter indicating how the ballot was to be conducted accompanied the ballot 
papers sent to all residents. A note in bold type indicated that the residents of all five 
roads were being balloted on the introduction of a pay and display and permit scheme 
on their respective roads. 

 It was alleged that residents were lead to understand that it was the number of people 
who objected not the number of forms returned. 

The letter accompanying the ballot clearly states that “ As the introduction or non-
introduction of this scheme will be determined by the returned majority vote, it is 
important that you indicate your agreement or objection to the proposal by completing 
the enclosed ballot paper and returning it to this office…” 

Conclusions 

The Traffic Department has determined that the method in which the ballot was carried out 
and the method in which it was counted were correct and that the results are valid. 

The Traffic Department considers there are 3 possible options on how to proceed at this 
stage. 

Option A. 

As the outcome of the ballots have been verified and as the majority of residents on both 
Everton Avenue and Glenard Avenue voted in favour of permit schemes the City Council 
could proceed with the implementation of these schemes without further delay. 
Residents opposed to the introduction of the scheme could apply to have their road re-balloted 
on the continuation of the scheme, once a year had elapsed, should they wish. 

However it should be noted that there would be significant financial costs associated with 
implementing the schemes which Dublin City Council would have little hope of recouping. The 
cost of installing a parking meter alone is €9,900. In normal circumstances this cost is partly 
offset by the revenue generated by the scheme. However there are only 14 houses on Everton 
Avenue and 8 houses on Glenard Avenue and very little revenue will be generated from the 
sale of residents permits. Furthermore as there would continue to be unregulated parking on 
the streets immediately adjacent to both these streets, the revenue generated by the purchase 
of Pay and Display tickets is also likely to be very small. 

Option B. 

Everton Avenue and Glenard Avenue were originally balloted on Permit Parking to give these 
residents protection from displaced parking that was likely to occur if permit parking was 
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adopted on Ellesmere Avenue. However as the residents of Ellesmere Avenue rejected permit 
parking this issue does not arise. 

The Traffic Department considers it is impractical and of little benefit to the residents of the 
area to implement Pay and Display and Permit Parking on either of these two roads while 
Ellesmere Avenue remains unregulated. Under these circumstances the City Council could 
decide to abandon the implementation of the permit parking on both Everton Avenue 
and Glenard Avenue at this time. 

Option C  

The Traffic Department could re-ballot the residents of Everton Avenue and/or Glenard 
Avenue as has been requested by some residents and Councillors. It could also consider 
conducting a ballot of all five roads on an area scheme which would be implemented on all five 
roads or none. 

However as has been stated previously the Traffic Department is satisfied that the original 
ballot was conducted properly and therefore it would seem difficult to justify another ballot of 
any type at this time.  Considering how close the results of the earlier ballot were any re-ballot 
is likely to be both divisive and inconclusive.  However, if a re-ballot is considered the 
preferred option, it is strongly recommended that the survey encompass the entire Ellesmere 
Avenue area comprising Ellesmere Avenue, Doon Avenue, Glenard Avenue, Ardmore Avenue 
and Everton Avenue and that the result of the ballot to be determined by the aggregate of all 
the votes of the residents of the area.

Environmental Services Unit Report 
 
BIDs 
 
Dublin City Council recently won the award in the category partnership with business for its 
ongoing partnership with the Business Improvement District (BIDs) 
 
The central Area manages the contract for additional cleaning services with the BID and also 
manages Dublin City Councils baseline service provision to Bid liaising with other council 
departments to provide services and information to BID members.  
 
Cigarette Litter Project Survey 

 
Below is a summary of the findings of the 2nd monitoring period of the pilot cigarette litter 
project that monitored cigarette litter at 31 licensed premises on Talbot Street, North Earl 
Street, Henry Street, Mary Street and Capel Street  
  
Further one week monitoring period - 12th - 18th October 
  
Initial period - 5 blackspots (LPI score of 4/5) / 6 possible blackspots (LPI score of 3) 
  
Second period - 0 blackspots / 5 possible blackspots 
 
 2 of the initial blackspots remain possible blackspots   
 
3 of the initial possible blackspots remain the unchanged  
  
A further 5 premises have installed additional smoking facilities and 50% are now displaying 
the required notices under the bye laws for prevention and control of litter. 
 
 We will continue to monitor the premises who are not in compliance with these requirements 
to install ashtrays and display notices and also the premises that are still possible litter 
blackspots. 
 
Weeding 
 
Additional weeding of the Central Area begins in the first week of November. 
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Halloween/Environmental Response Unit 
 
Over 45 tonnes of bonfire and dumped materials were collected within the Central Area in the 
month leading up to Halloween by the Environmental Response Unit working with the 
assistance of the Garda and acting on information supplied by local residents who contacted 
the litter hotline number.  Approximately 185 reports were attended to. 
 
A stock pile of over four hundred tyres was removed from a DCC owned premises on 
O‟Sullivan Ave by the environmental response crew. 
 
There where a number of instances where are our staff came under attack by stone throwing 
youths at Ballyboggan Road, Sheriff St and Liberty House housing complex. At present we are 
cleaning up the areas that were affected by illegal bonfires  and removing burnt materials.  
 
Rothar 
 
The Central Area through Partnership with Rothar either recycles, reuses or repairs all 
abandoned bicycles collected in the city centre. 
 
Rothar recently were awarded a social entrepreneur award for their efforts in recycling and 
community activities.  Dublin City Council are key partners in this project.

Civic Centre 
 
The Development Agreement was executed on 22

nd
 November 2007.  The developer lodged a planning 

application on 22
nd

 January 2008, planning reference 1174/08.  Planning Permission was granted on 
the 9

th
 October 2008, subject to conditions.  

 
Two appeals were lodged to An Bord Pleanála. One appeal was deemed invalid by An Bord Pleanála 
as it was lodged after the final cut-off date for receipt of appeals. On the 10

th
 July 2009,  An Bord 

Pleanála granted permission for this development with revised conditions.   
 
Bernard McNamara and Associates have withdrawn from this project.  
 
Lourdes Parish Schools 
 
The Minister for Social and Family Affairs, Mary Hanafin officially opened the new Holy Child Pre-school 
and Rutland National School located at Gloucester Place, Sean Mac Dermott Street on the 29

th
 

September 2009.  There was an official blessing of the building by the Archbishop of Dublin, the Most 
Reverend Diarmuid Martin.  The Lord Mayor of Dublin, Councillor Emer Costello also attended the 
opening.   
 
Liberty Park Crèche 
 
Kids Inc operate the Liberty Corner facility, on behalf of Dublin City Council, as a traditional crèche and 
Montessori facility.  It caters for children from 3 months to 5 years.  Dublin City Council is subventing the 
cost of childcare places for local parents.  The facility caters for approximately 31 children.  The 
National Childcare Investment Programme gave funding approval for the fit out costs on 15

th
 December 

2007.  The crèche was fitted out and opened for business on 21
st
 May 2007.  All of the fit-out costs have 

been drawn down from Pobal. 
 
A new-tiered fee structure was introduced in July 2008 in order to comply with requirements for National 
Funding for the crèche.  Approval for funding was received for the NCIP Community Childcare 
Subvention Scheme and 75% of the funding for 2009 has been drawn down.  There are currently 20 
children attending the crèche on a full time basis. 
 
Liberty Corner  - Disposal of Nine Retail Units 
 
The Retail Units are on the market for sale, 5 units have been disposed of, the remaining 4 units are still 
on the market and Lisneys are continuing to market them. 
 
Retail Units at Killarney Court 
 
Expressions of interest from community groups, operating in the North East Inner City area, were 
invited and 14 submissions were received.  A report and recommendation was made to the North East 
Inner City Integrated Area Plan Monitoring Committee on 18

th
 September 2007.  

 
Funding was in place for the refurbishment of the units at Killarney Court when the project commenced. 
Because of the delay in progressing the project due to the fact that a series of contractors were unable 
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to provide a bond the funding was lost.  Dublin City Council is unable to move forward with the project at 
present.  Citizens Information Centre and HOPE who were recommended for the two units have been 
advised of the situation and are currently trying to source funding to refurbish the units.   
 
Foley Street Improvement Works 
 
Phase 1 of the Foley Street improvement works is now complete – this included the upgrading of the 
park and carrying out work on the Liberty Park boundary along Foley Street.   
 
Phase 2 of the improvement works includes 80m of road improvements, 355m of footpath 
improvements including new pavement, new kerbs, new parking bays, public lighting, drainage and 
ducts.  Works on phase 2 commenced on the 4th August 2009 and are near completion.   
 
Phase 3 of the improvement works includes the upgrading of 120m of carriageway between Beaver 
Street and Buckingham Street.  Phase 3 will commence when phase 2 has been completed.

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Cabra Community Policing Forum 
A decision was taken by the Management Committee to extend the boundaries of the Cabra Policing 
Forum to include the Navan Rd area as far as the boundary at the Phoenix Park and across to River Rd 
to include the developments at Pelletstown. An extension of the forum boundaries would mean that the 
Cabra Area is fully covered between the NWIC and Cabra fora.  
 
Following the new Guidelines from The Minister for Justice Equality and Law Reform, management 
representatives of the Forum met with the JPC to discuss a possible affiliation with it. The JPC also 
received an alternative submission from the Navan Rd Forum. As both proposals cannot stand the JPC 
will consider which option, if any, it favours. 
 
NWIC Policing Forum

Development works 
 
McKee Park: The appointed Mechanical Engineer, Buro Happold, will close their Dublin office during 
the expected course of the contract.  By agreement between DCC and BH, BH will withdraw from their 
appointment.  DCC are now in the process of appointing a new engineer for the construction stage of 
the project.  This appointment is expected to be made very shortly.  Construction work will proceed 
without delay once the appointment is made. 
  
Dunmanus:   Following the response from DOEH&LG to the City Council's original proposals, it was 
necessary to re-design this scheme. The design has now been reviewed in light of the cost plan. The 
Department had raised a number of points, which have been addressed, and some minor details remain 
to be addressed and when finalised it will be resent to the DOEH&LG for approval. 
 
Glendhu Road/ Martin Savage Park 
Works were held up by inclement weather and summer leave but are now largely completed.  
 
Dunard Estate 
Parks Division are still awaiting receipt of the Safety Report Audit from the local football club in relation 
to the green area. This report is required in order for the suitability of the green area to be assessed for 
use as a football pitch as requested by the club. In the meantime Parks are having to deal with 
significant anti-social behaviour whereby mature trees are being cut down and burned. 
 
Capel Street 
Improvements to the carriageway, footpaths, public lighting and street furniture are completed.   
 
Ashington Park Playground 
The tender exercise is now complete and the appointed contractor will commence work in the coming 
weeks.  
 
Rowan Hamilton Plaque  
The commemorative plaque had become worn and disfigured due to vandalism and DCC arranged 
repair and re-siting of the plaque in a more secure location at Broombridge in time for the annual 
commemorative events on the Rowan Hamilton anniversary held on October 16

th
. It was noted in the 

Irish Times that to mathematicians around the world “this is a known bridge and a famous thing.”

Halloween 
 
Positive Diversions Programme. 
DCC Community Staff liased with various youth groups, sporting groups and others to draw up a 
programme of activities, which young people can attend while off school in th eweek leading up to 
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Halloween.  The idea is to give young people things to do and to try and steer some away from 
collecting materials for use on Bonfires etc.   Many thanks to all who helped draw up the programme of 
activities and who gave their time and effort “ FAI Development Officers, DCC Sports Development 
Officers, Cabra Parkside Community Leisure Centre, Cabra CDP, St. Finbarrs GAA, Cabra for Youth 
and some local youth clubs.  The programme of activities has been distributed to schools locally and 
advertised around the area in locations that young people attend. 
 
 
 
Parkside Community Leisure Centre Open Evening 
As part of the Positive Diversions Programme above, Parkside Community Leisure Centre “The Bogies” 
are holding an Open Evening “Thursday 29

th
 6-8pm.  The idea is that people who do not use the facility 

at present will drop in and have a look at what‟s on offer.  Many of the clubs/groups that use the Centre 
will be putting on displays on the evening where people can see what‟s on offer and have a go if they 
wish.  There will be something for all ages. 
 
Blackhorse Grove 
Over the past few weeks Community Staff have knocked on doors in the area and made contact with a 
number of local residents who are interested in working with young people.  A meeting was held in one 
of the resident‟s homes to talk about what could be set up and a plan of action was agreed.  Those 
attending the meeting with local residents were, DCC Community Staff, DCC Sports Development 
Officer, FAI Development Officer and Staff from Cabra for Youth. DCC are working with the Gardai to 
try and discourage anti-social behaviour in the area through increased patrolling and by trying to offer 
positive alternatives to young people. 
 
Innovation Week: 
There were many events held throughout the city to celebrate the week and lots of new idea‟s came 
about from the various events held.  One such event was held in the Arbour Hill Area on Sitric Road.  
This event involved a group of 15 local children from the area coming together with DCC staff from the 
Community Section and 3

rd
 year students of The School of Architecture UCD to work on their ideas for 

creating a better street environment and street space that allows for play and creativity in their locality.  
The children ideas were constructed by DCC‟s maintenance staff in The Cherry Orchard Depot and the 
children were brought on a tour of the facility beforehand.  On the weekend Saturday/Sunday 17

th
/18

th
 

October the display was put in place on Sitric Road to coincide with a Community Street Festival that 
celebrates the local Community Garden.  Along with the children‟s projects DCC‟s Parks Dept supplied 
shrubs and plants for the day and this helped create a sense of country in a city environment.   Now that 
Innovation Week Dublin is over for 2009 the ideas and structures that came about from the Arbour Hill 
group are now a full time feature in The Educate Together School in Grange Gorman.  This means that 
other children can continue to make use of what was thought up by the local Arbour Hill group.   
 
 
Bedding Plants Sale 
DCC Community Recreation Centres are holding small Plant sales during Halloween Week to 
encourage people to get green and planting before the big day.  As part of this we plan to give some 
groups Daffodil Bulbs that they can then plant with young people in areas that may be damaged during 
Halloween.  The number of plants on offer is limited and the Bulbs etc will be targeted at specific 
groups.

Ongoing problem with dumping in the laneways to be addressed by re-issuing keys and trying to get 
residents to keep gates closed. Residents have requested that the appearance of the fence is 
improved. Discussions ongoing in relation to this matter. 
  
Sean Treacy House 
Complex fully detenanted. Demolition completed. Planning process completed. Tenders for project have 
been submitted and tender report has been sent to DOE for approval. Final approval from DOE. has 
now been secured.. A preliminary survey of the surrounding houses was conducted on the 10/02/2009. 
Contractor on site since February 2009. Approx. 18 month build period. There are very few former 
residents of Sean Treacy House who are due to move back to the completed development. Therefore 
the majority of the 53 units will be available to applicants on the Housing and Transfer lists. 

 
  

Matt Talbot Court  
Feasibility Study and costings for redevelopment submitted to the DOE for appraisal. Response from 
DOE indicated that they favoured PPP route for this project and this is not a viable option in the current 
economic climate. Project to be examined under new scheme for prioritisation of redevelopment 
projects. Installation of new railings at ground floor units completed. Quotes for installation of security 
doors received. Contractor for electrical work selected by Electrical Services. No funding available for 
doors from RAPID but funding has been secured by the Area Office and work will commence shortly. 

 
James Larkin House 
Following requests from residents permit parking introduced.  There is no funding at present for 
improvement works to the courtyard. Any maintenance issues regarding the courtyard are being dealt 
with on a case by case basis by maintenance. 
  
Liberty House 
  
Revised plans for redevelopment has been conditionally approved by D.O.E. Meeting with residents 
took place on 19

th
 March. Residents happy with proposals and the project will now proceed to detailed 

design stage. Follow up meeting with residents took place in August. Residents requested some 
changes to plan presented. Further meeting took place in October and another meeting will take place 
shortly with residents reps to achieve sign off on plan. 
  
St. Mary‟s Mansions 
Serious anti-social problems. One tenant served with Notice to Quit. 2 Exclusion Orders granted and 
will come into force in October.

Remedial maintenance works being considered to address 
some of the issues.  Pilot Estate Management project underway. 
  
Patrick Heeney House and Crescent 
First phase of redevelopment now completed, following snagging issues. 25 units have been provided 
and tenanted and work has commenced on second phase. Second phase which will provide 37 units 
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due to be completed May/June 2010. There are currently 3 tenants from Lourdes House living 
temporarily in other complexes who are due to move into the completed Patrick Heeney Crescent along 
with a number of tenants from Patrick Heeney House who will also be moving in. However, when the 
project is completed it will result in 34 units becoming available for Housing and Transfer applicants.  
 
Avondale House 

 
Tenders for this project were invited in December 2008.  At present the tenders received are being 
assessed. It is intended to proceed with this PIP as soon as funding is confirmed. It is estimated that the 
works will take 45 weeks to complete.
