Enhancement of Smithfield Quarter

Dublin City Council wishes to give notice that it intends to initiate the process leading
to an application under Part 8 of the Local Government Planning & Development
Regulations 2001 for the enhancement and extension of the Smithfield plaza.

It is proposed to complete the plaza between Haymarket and Arran Street North; to
support events and markets by the provision of water, drainage and power facilities
on the main plaza and in the facilities building; to plant trees and other greenery and
to provide children’s amenities on the space. In addition it is proposed to provide a
new pedestrian crossing on North King Street, to provide directional and other
signage and to upgrade public and other lighting options.

Proposed Variation of Dublin City Development Plan 2005-2011.
New Pedestrian/ Cycle Bridge over the Tolka River from East Wall Road
to Fairview Park.

Proposal:

It is proposed that a variation be made to the Dublin City Development Plan 2005-
2011 to enable the provision of a pedestrian/ cycle bridge over the Tolka River from
East Wall Road to Fairview Park to enable the provision of a new high specification
cycle route linking the Grand Canal at Portobello to the Sutton to Sandycove
Cycleway.

Accordingly, the Planning Department is proposing to vary the Dublin City
Development Plan 2005-2011 to include the provision of the Tolka River Pedestrian/
Cycle Bridge as a specific objective of the Plan. A new text entry is proposed under
Section 7.8.0 of the Plan as follows;

7.8.0 Provision of Additional Road Capacity
Pedestrian/Cycle Bridges

Tolka River Pedestrian/ Cycle Bridge

The location of the bridge is defined on the attached map.

Background:

The National Cycle Policy Framework 2009 i 2020 aims to create a strong culture of
cycling in Ireland with an aim that 10% of all trips will be by bike by 2020. In
discussions with Dublin City Council, the Sustainable Transport section of the
Department of Transport outlined its view that significant improvements in the quality
of cycling infrastructure would be required if the targeted growth in trips by bike is to
be achieved. In addition the Department outlined its view that it was important that
new schemes where possible should be of a premium standard so that they could
be used as a template of what can be achieved in an urban area to provide a
dramatic improvement in cycling infrastructure.

Dublin City Council is planning for the provision of a high specification cycle route
from the Grand Canal at Portobello to the Sutton to Sandycove Cycleway. The
scheme aims to provide a new efficient transport corridor through an existing built up
environment, which will act as a demonstration project for further schemes in urban
areas. The proposed bridge will provide a continuous cycle/pedestrian linkage from
the Grand Canal at Portobello to the Sutton to Sandycove Cycleway via the Samuel
Beckett Bridge.
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Location and Description:

The proposed bridge will be located across the Tolka River between the existing CIE
rail bridge and the Alfie Byrne Road bridge. The bridge will link West Road and East
Wall Road with Fairview Park and the Sutton to Sandycove Cycleway at Alfie Byrne

Road.

The bridge will provide a continuous cycle/pedestrian linkage from the Grand Canal
at Portobello to the Sutton to Sandycove Cycleway via the Samuel Beckett Bridge.

The bridge will have an approximate span of 30 metres. The general design of the
bridge will promote the safety and security of both pedestrians and cyclists and users
of the river for water based recreational activities, in particular rowers and other
boating interests. In this respect, the bridge will be designed to ensure sufficient
clearance for boats travelling on the River Tolka. The bridge will comply with
European and National accessibility standards. In addition, lighting and associated
soft landscaping will be provided.

Planning Context

Dublin City Development Plan:

Policy T5 of the Development Plan states that it is the policy of Dublin City Council to
give priority to improved pedestrian and cycling facilities both within the inner city and
the outer city as part of an integrated approach to the management of movement.

Cycling has the potential to transform
environment and is considered an efficient, fast and relatively inexpensive form of
transport. Dublin City Council is fully committed to promoting walking and cycling

over the lifetime of the Plan throughout the Dublin City Council area. This will be
achieved by recognising and prioritising the needs of pedestrians and cyclists, by
means of traffic calming, traffic management and the provision of appropriate and
enhanced pedestrian and cycle facilities, creating a pleasant walking and cycling
environment for all. The provision of the bridge would provide an opportunity to
develop a high specification cycle track in the heart of the city, linking the Grand
Canal at Portobello to the Sutton to Sandycove Cycleway.

Purpose of the Proposed Variation:

The purpose of the variation is to allow the construction of a Pedestrian/ Cycle Bridge
over the Tolka River from East Wall Road to Fairview Park to enable the provision of
a new high specification cycle route linking the Grand Canal at Portobello to the
Sutton to Sandycove Cycleway.

Recommendation:

Taking cognisance of the above, it is recommended that the variation procedure be
initiated to include the provision of the Tolka River Pedestrian/ Cycle Bridge as an
objective under Section 7.8.0 of the written statement and Map E of the Development
Plan.

The following is a summary of enforcement activity in the Central Area for Q2 of

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Introduction

Double yellow lines (DYL) are intended to ensure the smooth flow of traffic and to
prevent hazards and congestion due to parked vehicles.

It is not the policy of Dublin City Council s Traffic Department to recommend double

yellow lines across private entrances, as, under the Road Traffic Regulations, it is
already illegal to park:

A in any place, position or manner that
entrance or an exit for vehicles to or from a premises, save with the consent of the
occupier of such premises. 0

Recently a number of Councillors have requested that reports not recommending
double yellow lines be reviewed.

Existing Policy

As stated above the principle reason DYL are not recommended across private
entrances is that it is already illegal to park obstructing an entrance.

Vehicles that are blocking a driveway can be removed or clamped. Furthermore they
can be reported to the local Gardai who can ticket the vehicle or arrange for its
removal.

The placing of DYL across a driveway does not allow for any additional
enforcement procedures that are not already available to the authorities in the
absence of DYL

The placing of DYL across a driveway is therefore considered to be unnecessary
except in exception cases. In addition

e Once DYL have been place across a private driveway no-one, including the
owner, can park in this area

e If DYL were placed across a significant number of driveways a situation will
arise whereby motorists started assuming that it is legal to park across
driveways where there are no DYL

e In order for DYL to be effective a minimum length of 5 to 7m is required,
otherwise drivers claim that they did not see them

Representations for Double Yellow Lines

The Traffic Department from time to time receives requests from members of the
general public and Public Representatives to provide DYL across private entrances.

Various reasons have been put forward as to why the DYL are justified including
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e They are warranted on hardship grounds: Residents collecting or delivering ill
or disabled people are regularly prevented from accessing their driveways
due to illegally parked vehicles

e They are warranted on the Health and Safety grounds: Regular blocking of
private entrances, particularly leading into small developments have given

rise to fears that the emergency servi

required

e They are warranted on commercial grounds: Regular blocking of private
entrances causes severe disruption to business

e They are warranted on the grounds that illegal parking is occurring regularly

Enforcement

It is the policy of Dublin City Council to request that residents refer incidents of illegal
parking to our enforcement contractor, Dublin Street Parking Services (DSPS) or the
Gardai.

DSPS will send out a truck to remove an illegally parked car that is obstructing a
private entrance when they have one available. However, it must be noted, DSPS
has limited resources and gives priority to removing cars that are obstructing general
traffic flow. Furthermore they require the complainant to wait in the premises until the
lifting truck arrives and then sign a form authorising the removal of the vehicle. This is
to avoid the situation where cars parked in driveways with the owners consent are
removed by mistake.

In some incidences the Gardai are able to trace the owner of the offending vehicle
via the car registration number and ask that the vehicle be removed. Depending on
the particular circumstances they may attempt to do this. The Gardai can also
arrange to have the offending vehicle removed.

Conclusions

While it is accepted that parking across private entrances can, at times, cause
considerable inconvenience to residents and businesses it is felt that the solution lies
in enforcement of the existing law and not in placing double yellow lines across
private entrances.

The Traffic Department proposes to continue with its existing policy of refusing
applications for double yellow lines across private entrances, and referring matters of
illegal parking to DSPS and the local Gardai.

However in exceptional cases where it is clear that there is an ongoing problem with
vehicles blocking a driveway and enforcement measures have been tried the Traffic
advisory Group will consider the installation of DYL.

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Introduction:

At the Central Area Meeting of 12" May 2009 it was requested that the area bounded
by and including Home Farm Road and Millmount Avenue be considered as a
Special Speed Limit Area.

Background:

In response to reported speeding Dublin City Council conducted speed surveys on
Home Farm Road in 2008. These surveys confirmed that the speeds on Home Farm
Road were inappropriate to the road type and in line with the policy of the Traffic
Department a combination of speed cushions and ramps were recommended in July
2008.

These ramps and speed cushions are due to be constructed as part of this years
works programme subject to funding being made available.

The request for this area to be considered as a Special Speed Limit Area was made
as a possible alternative to installing ramps on Home Farm Road.

Guidelines for the Application of Special Speed Limits.

The Department of Transport produced Guidelines in April 2005 (amended in
December 2008) on the Application of Special Speed Limits. A complete copy of
these guidelines can be forwarded to any Councillor on request. The relevant
sections to this report are as follows:

Section 2.3 states:

e The most immediate consideration that might require a county or city council
to consider changing a speed limit applying on a default basis will be collision
data with particular reference to the safety of the more vulnerable road users;

Section 5.1 states:

e From a general perspective, the introduction of a speed limit that is lower than
the default speed limit should not be the immediate response to road safety
issues at particular locations. Engineering initiatives ranging from signage,
road markings and lines to traffic calming measures should be pursued in
such circumstances and if necessary such measures may need to be
supported by the introduction of a special speed limit.

Section 5.3 states:

e The 85 percentile speed is a useful guide to the speed that most drivers deem
to be reasonable for a particular road. If the 85 percentile speed is within
20% of the proposed limit then the limit is more likely to be observed. If not, it
may be necessary to alter the environmental/road geometry or better inform
the motorist so as to achieve speeds closer to the desired speed before
introducing the lower limit;
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Section 5.6 states:

e The use of relatively low speed limits has become a feature of traffic and
speed management policy in many countries. Experience with such speed
limits has clearly established that their introduction without associated speed
reduction measures will not succeed.

Section 5.6.1 states:

The use of 30 km/h speed limits on a permanent basis should be limited to locations
where there is a current or expected concentration of vulnerable road users. For that
reason, their general application should be limited to i

e Housing estate roads, and

e Roads in urban centres.

In determining areas suitable for the use of the speed limit the county or city council

must first have reference to i

e The level of concentration of vulnerable road users, especially the number of
children;

e The evidence of road collisions in which vulnerable road users were involved.
Section 5.6.3 states:

The use of this speed limit will not be appropriate in respect of all of the locations to
which the above criteria relate.

Central to the consideration for the use of the speed limit is that its success should
not be dependent on the use by the Gardai of an unreasonable level of enforcement.
Therefore the speed limit must be essentially self-enforcing.

A 30 km/h speed limit should only be considered on roads/streets where:

e The needs of vulnerable road users are deemed to take precedence over
those of motorists but where access is allowed for vehicles;

e The 85-percentile speed of vehicles does not exceed 40 km/h. If it exceeds
this speed then environmental/engineering measures must be provided to
reach this target before the new limit is applied.

Scope of Review

The speeds and accident statistics of the area bounded by Home Farm Road /
Drumcondra Road Upper / Millmount Avenue and Walsh Road were reviewed. Home
Farm Road was also included in the review but Drumcondra Road was excluded as it
is a main arterial route into the city and is considered inappropriate for a Special
Speed Limit.
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Review of Accident Statistics
A review of the latest accident statistics available (1997-2006) reveals the following:
e Within the area bounded by Home Farm Road / Millmount Avenue / Botanic

Avenue and Drumcondra Road Upper there has been 3 minor accidents since
1997,0nly one of which involved a pedestrian

e On Home Farm Road there have been 3 minor accidents reported, none of
which involved a pedestrian

Existing Traffic Conditions and Recorded Speeds

The default speed limit for the area under consideration is 50kph.The following table
shows which streets within the area that have had traffic calming measures
introduced and the results of the most recent speed surveys:

Millmount Avenue Yes 41.64
Walsh Road Yes 40.0

Conclusions of Review

e The accidents statistics for all the roads covered by the review indicate there
is a low level of accidents involving pedestrians and motorists

e The latest available speed records show that with the exception of Home
Farm Road the speeds are appropriate to the road type. This is due in part to
the fact that some of these roads have been previously traffic calmed
including Walsh Road, Ferguson Road and Millmount Avenue.

e The latest recorded speeds on Home Farm Road are well in access of the
proposed 30kph Special Speed Limit

Recommendations

Dublin City Council has adopted a zonal approach to the introduction of Special
Speed Limits (30kph) and is presently considering the expansion of the City Centre
zone. This zone is considered appropriate because speeds are generally low (due to
the high volumes of traffic) and there are high volumes of pedestrians with multiple
crossing points within the zone.
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Having review the accident statistics and speeds in the area bounded by and
including Home Farm Road and Millmount Avenue and taking into account the
guidelines from the Department of Transport it is not recommended to propose a
Special Speed Limit for this area.

It is felt that such a measure is unwarranted given the accident records for these
roads. It is recognised that the speeds are inappropriate on Home Farm Road.
However the latest recorded speeds would imply that a Special Speed Limit of 30kph
would involve a speed reduction of almost 50% on Home Farm Road. This is
considered unrealistic without accompanying traffic calming measures or an undue
level of Garda enforcement.

As a particular safety concern has been identified with regards to the speed on Home

Farm Road it is proposed to proceed with installation of traffic ramps and cushions
subject to the funding being available.

PROJECTS UNIT, NORTH EAST INNER CITY
Civic Centre

The Development Agreement was executed on 22" November 2007. The developer lodged
a planning application on 22M January 2008, planning reference 1174/08. Planning
Permission was granted on the 9" October 2008, subject to conditions.

Two appeals were lodged to An Bord Pleanala. One appeal was deemed invalid by An Bord
Pleanala as it was lodged after the final cut-off date for receipt of appeals. On the 10" July
2009, An Bord Pleanéla granted permission for this development with revised conditions.
Bernard McNamara and Associates have withdrawn from this project.

Liberty Park Creche

Kids Inc operate the Liberty Corner facility, on behalf of Dublin City Council, as a traditional
créche and Montessori facility. It caters for children from 3 months to 5 years. Dublin City
Council is subventing the cost of childcare places for local parents. The facility caters for
approximately 31 children. The National Childcare Investment Programme gave funding
approval for the fit out costs on 15" December 2007. The créche was fitted out and opened
for business on 21 May 2007. All of the fit-out costs have been drawn down from Pobal.

A new-tiered fee structure was introduced in July 2008 in order to comply with requirements
for National Funding for the créche. Approval for funding was received for the NCIP
Community Childcare Subvention Scheme and 50% of the funding for 2009 has been drawn
down. There are currently 22 children attending the créche on a full time basis.

Liberty Corner - Disposal of Nine Retail Units

The Retail Units are on the market for sale, 5 units have been disposed of, the remaining 4
units are still on the market and Lisneys are continuing to market them.

Retail Units at Killarney Court

Expressions of interest from community groups, operating in the North East Inner City area,
were invited and 14 submissions were received. A report and recommendation was made to
the North East Inner City Integrated Area Plan Monitoring Committee on 18" September
2007.

Funding was in place for the refurbishment of the units at Killarney Court when the project
commenced. Because of the delay in progressing the project due to the fact that a series of
contractors were unable to provide a bond the funding was lost. Dublin City Council is unable
to move forward with the project at present. Citizens Information Centre and HOPE who were
recommended for the two units have been advised of the situation and are currently trying to
source funding to refurbish the units.
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Foley Street Improvement Works

Phase 1 of the Foley Street improvement works is now complete i this included carrying out
upgrading work on the Liberty Park boundary along Foley Street. Phase 2 of the
improvement works includes 80m of road improvement, 355m of footpath improvements
including new pavement, new kerbs, new parking bays, public lighting, drainage and ducts.

Ongoing problem with dumping in the laneways to be addressed by re-issuing keys and trying
to get residents to keep gates closed. Residents have requested that the appearance of the
fence is improved. Discussions ongoing in relation to this matter.

Sean Treacy House

Complex fully detenanted. Demolition completed. Planning process completed. Tenders for
project have been submitted and tender report has been sent to DOE for approval. Final
approval from DOE. has now been secured.. A preliminary survey of the surrounding houses
was conducted on the 10/02/2009. Contractor on site since February 2009. Approx. 18 month
build period. There are very few former residents of Sean Treacy House who are due to move
back to the completed development. Therefore the majority of the 53 units will be available to
applicants on the Housing and Transfer lists.

Matt Talbot Court

Feasibility Study and costings for redevelopment submitted to the DOE for appraisal.
Response from DOE indicated that they favoured PPP route for this project and this is not a
viable option in the current economic climate. Project to be examined under new scheme for
prioritisation of redevelopment projects. Installation of new railings at ground floor units
completed. Quotes for installation of security doors received. Contractor for electrical work
selected by Electrical Services. Clarification re promised funding through RAPID being
sought.

James Larkin House

Following requests from residents permit parking introduced. There is no funding at present
for improvement works to the courtyard. Any maintenance issues regarding the courtyard are
being dealt with on a case by case basis by maintenance.

Liberty House

Revised plans for redeveIoEment has been conditionally approved by D.O.E. Meeting with
residents took place on 19" March. Residents happy with proposals and the project will now
proceed to detailed design stage. Follow up meeting with residents took place in August.
Residents requested some changes to plan presented. Architect to examine plan to address
issues.

St. Maryds Mansions

Serious anti-social problems. One tenant served with Notice to Quit. 2 Exclusion Orders
granted and will come into force in October. A number of meetings have taken place with
residents, through CPF, which DCC and Gardai have participated in. Remedial maintenance
works being considered to address some of the issues. Pilot Estate Management project
underway.
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Patrick Heeney House and Crescent

First phase of redevelopment now completed, following snagging issues. 25 units have been
provided and tenanted and work has commenced on second phase. Second phase which will
provide 37 units due to be completed May/June 2010. There are currently 3 tenants from
Lourdes House living temporarily in other complexes who are due to move into the completed
Patrick Heeney Crescent along with a number of tenants from Patrick Heeney House who will
also be moving in. However, when the project is completed it will result in 34 units becoming
available for Housing and Transfer applicants.

Avondale House

Tenders for this project were invited in December 2008. At present the tenders received are
being assessed. It is intended to proceed with this PIP as soon as funding is confirmed. It is
estimated that the works will take 45 weeks to complete.

Temple House

Improved lighting installed February 2009. Resurfacing of Courtyard completed June 2009.
Improvements to front railings being considered. Painting of complex underway. Residents
very happy with works carried out.
