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Local Policing Fora update

There are currently four local policing fora operating in the North Central Area - Safer Belcamp/
Darndale/Moatview, Safer Belmayne/Clongriffin, Safer Edenmore and Safer Donaghmede. Forum
meetings take place on a bi-monthly basis at a convenient location within the area in which they
operate. Some of the meetings are very well attended, whilst others has seen attendances falling
over recent months. In that context the frequency of those meetings may have to be reviewed.

* Main issues over 2 yr period are: cleansing, public health, graffiti & personal safety in cer-
tain areas.

* Visible increase in the level of community activity and events in the last year.

* Reduction in crime related activity in the last quarter of 201 I.

* 201 | was a particularly successful year for Edenmore re: Halloween & bonfire prevention
& also with regard to Christmas & special events.

* Good evidence of an upward spiral of improvement in the area.

Safer Donaghmede

* Established in September 2010 —Meets in Naomh Bharrog GAA Club Wednesday eve-
nings 7-8.15 pm (approx 5 meetings per annum)

* Largest Forum in North Central Area catchment, with five residents groups and 50
roads /streets covered by the Forum, the following Associations DERA (Donaghmede
Estate Residents Association) St. Donagh’s, The Donaghies Residents, Grange Abbey and
group at Grange Park.

* Slow growth in Forum initially but by the end 201 I, a more fuller representation evident.
* Traffic related issues predominate such as traffic flows, pedestrian safety, parking & issues

with open space at Howth Junction train Station. However, general safety matters have
also arisen over the life of the Forum.

* Some improvements possible with new pedestrian installation imminent on the Grange
Road.

* Residents vigilant in addressing safety concerns and have inputted huge efforts in main-
taining and enhancing their local environments.

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Sub group 8 Renewal Open Space Belcamp
Avenue/Belcamp Crescent

Under Safer Belcamp Darndale Moatview, a short-term
sub group was established to report on proposals |) to
improve the physical condition of a specified open space at
Belcamp Ave/Crescent, and 2) improve local community
engagement and contribution to the improvement and
maintenance of the site.

The site had experienced persistent dumping and anti-
social behaviour and the local residents felt deprived of
access and ownership. In the past there had been a serious
assault there. The sub group comprised local residents,
City Council and Garda Siochana.

Progress to date

The highlights to date are:

* General clean up of the by residents with assis-
tance from DCC,,
* Continued proactive residents and the involve-

ment of residents who previously had withheld
support for community drive projects

* The Parks Department have provided two as-
phalt paths and basic landscaping.
* Ongoing meetings facilitated by Community

Section between local residents, DCC staff and
local agencies.

* Residents painted the surrounding walls in July
which are unmarked since,

* A children’s day on the site ,

* Planting of shrubs and plants,

* Cessation of illegal dumping, much improved
appearance, and the absence of anti-social be-
haviour.

The continuation of the progress is dependent mainly on
local residents who are being positively assisted by the
City Council Community Section and Area Office Public
Domain Officer Dermot Johnson and other local agencies.
From a community safety perspective, it represents pro-
gress with a reduction in anti-social behaviour incidents
and illegal dumping. One is encouraged by the positive out-
puts and the challenge is to maintain a medium to long
term positive outcome.

Sub group 8 Anti-Social Behaviour d DCC
and HSE services

Also under the Safer Belcamp/Darndale/Moatview Forum,
in August another sub - group was established to review
the anti-social behaviour services provided by DCC and
the Health Services Executive in the vicinity. Unfortunately
some incidents of anti-social behaviour continue to be an
issue in the area covered by the Forum. It is acknowledged
that anti-social behaviour can greatly reduce the quality of
individual lives and slow down community development.

This Group was characterised by the involvement of the
local HSE senior social worker. It was essentially a project
to gather information on the two major statutory bodies
and their contribution to the management and reduction
of anti-social behaviour.

Both the City Council and the HSE have specialised staff
assigned to assist and they routinely deal with ASB prob-
lems and seek solutions. There is a problem with anti-
social behaviour in the area but regrettably it is not just
locally but city wide. It can be complex and not easy to
remedy.

Anti-social behaviour affects the progress of community
development despite an improved local environment with
good services. It can distort the overwhelming positive
aspects for some people.

The City Council as the housing authority provides specific
ASB services and the statistics that indicate the extent of
the problem and actions taken. Local housing services are
available and accessible in the prevention and intervention
afterwards. Both DCC and HSE provide assistance to vic-
tims of anti-social behaviour.

HSE services are also involved in dealing with the families
affected and sometimes the families under threat of evic-
tion of transfer. There is support available to the victims of
anti-social behaviour.

There are many clubs and services in the area which
should be sufficient to cater for all ages and types. It
should be emphasised that locally there is positive commu-
nity development despite the anti-social behaviour. It is
contended that there should be a sufficient sense of com-
munity and pride in existence that can communicate the
futility of anti-social behaviour to those potential perpetra-
tors. There may be an opportunity for a community role in
identifying more practical ways of influencing offenders and

potential offenders.

Following on from the sub group, DCC and HSE have
agreed with Sphere 17 the local CDVEC Youth Service,
the making of a U —Tube video involving young people on
raising awareness of the consequences for individuals and
families of anti-social behaviour.

Gardai, Anti-Social Behaviour & Wood Dale Project

An important initiative is the Woodale Project funded by
the Department of Justice and includes the Belcamp, Darn-
dale, Moatview and Priorswood areas. Briefly its purpose is
“youth diversion “whereby supports and activities are pro-
vided to avoid young people getting involved crime.
