In accordance with Dublin City Council - Parks & Open Spaces Bye-laws 2002, written permission is required from the City Council to engage in any commercial activity in any park or open space managed by the Council. An application for a permit must be made by any individual/group wishing to use any park or open space under the management of Dublin City Council to carry out fitness training classes of any type.  
Public Liability Insurance

Each applicant must submit evidence of Public Liability Insurance cover; the level of indemnity to be not less than €6.5 million in respect of any one incident. Employers Liability of €13 million is also required where individuals/companies are employing people to facilitate classes.

Dublin City Council must be specifically indemnified and named on the policy. 

Policies must be kept up-to-date by the policy holder and copies of any new policies forward to the Council when they expire.

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

1. All fees must be paid within three weeks of the commencement date of classes.  Charges will be based on the number hours requested on the application form.

2. Individuals/company must agree to these terms and conditions before authorised permission will be granted.  

3. Copy of Public Liability Insurance specifying the level of indemnity to be not less than €6.5m in any one incident and specifically indemnifying Dublin City Council on the policy must be submitted to the City Council before commencement of the classes.

4. If applicable, a copy of Employer’s Liability Insurance covering liability to his/her employees with a minimum limit of indemnity of €13.0 million on any one occurrence must be submitted to the City Council before commencement of the classes.

5. The Parks & Landscape Division will identify pitch/area where the fitness classes are to be carried out and must be strictly adhered to at all times (or as otherwise agreed with the local parks supervisor, if necessary).  The City Council may close any designated area, if in its opinion, the pitch/area is not fit for use or due to weather conditions at the time. 

6. The local parks supervisor will have absolute say if classes can go ahead in such circumstances and will decide if an alternative location can be used.  This must be agreed with them in advance of classes.  Contact details for local parks supervisor will be given on the Permit.

7. Under no circumstances should any posters or advertisements of any nature be placed on DCC property, e.g. trees, railings, lamp posts, pitches, green space, etc.  

8. Any litter / waste generated by the group should be removed from the park and disposed of appropriately. 
9. You should not allow to be done or permit any act or thing, which is or is likely to be or become a nuisance, danger or source of annoyance, inconvenience or disturbance to other users of the park or occupiers of neighbouring premises.

10. A Permit will be issued authorising the use of the park/open space at the times agreed and in a designated space. This should be on the possession of the person leading the classes, at all times, for inspection by local parks supervisor.  

11. If there are any breaches of the terms and conditions attached to the permission, in any park / open space, only one written warning will be given and thereafter permission to use all parks / open spaces will be withdrawn.
12. Non-payment of fees will result in the termination of permits.

13. The Dublin City Parks Superintendent will monitor all fitness groups and will reserve the right to make any changes in the interest of the greater good of all users of the parks.

14. Any individual / company wishing to extend the use of the parks after the period indicated on their permission must reapply for any such extension.  It will be at the sole discretion of the City Parks Superintendent to give any extension.
