• Musical performances on a stage in Merrion Square. 

• Family-friendly area, small concession units in Merrion Square. 

• Food concession units on Merrion Square South. 

• Sustainability Area inside Merrion Square. 

• Sanitary provisions within Merrion Square / Fitzwilliam Street Lower / Mount Street Upper. 

The aim is that all aspects of the event will be family-friendly. 

There is strictly NO alcohol allowed on site. 

The Pride Parade is due to start at approx 12:00hrs and it is envisaged that all aspects of the event, including the Pride Family Gathering will be completed by 19:30hrs approx.
