The pantomime will be ticketed with a nominal fee associated. It will run weekends and for the 3 days leading up to the closure on the evening of the 23rd of December. The Spiegel tent will also be used for local cultural entertainment purposes when not in use for panto. There is also likely to be a New Years programme of events in the tent post-Christmas to be discussed and finalised with MCD/Failte Ireland.
There will also be a covered Ice Rink, Christmas craft/gift market and food stalls. There will be amusement activations such as a big wheel and low level children’s funfair rides.
