The signatures and addresses of the proposers and adjoining residents/landowners with 
properties abutting the laneway in question must support an application for the 
extinguishment of the public right of way. As the extinguishment of the public right of 
way is a statutory procedure, which must be published, there is a right of objection by 
local residents and members of the general public who may not agree with the proposal. 
These objections must be considered by Dublin City Council, even to the extent of 
hearing the views of both proposers and objectors at an Oral hearing, should the need 
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arise. The extinguishment of a public right of way is a reserved function of Dublin City 
Council. 

 
An application for extinguishment should also be accompanied by a statement as to 
how the laneway will be maintained in the future by the fee simple owner of the ground 
and/or the adjoining owners/occupiers and how access will be provided for any private 
right of way, and to any public services – E.S.B., Bord Gais, Eircom, Water, Drainage, 
Etc., that may exist under the laneway if these services are not diverted at the 
proposers expense.  

 
If the public right of way is extinguished, Dublin City Council will have no further 
responsibility for maintenance/liability of the lan eway and cannot undertake 
liability for any expense involved in effecting the  physical closure . 

 
Planning Permission is not required for the erection of a gate provided it does not 
exceed two metres in height in accordance with Class 5, Second Schedule, Part 1 of 
the Local Government (Planning and Development) Regulations 2001. 

 
The agreement of the residents adjoining properties is very important, as the gates will 
be adjoining their property. Upon receipt of this information and the undertaking as to 
future maintenance of the laneway and details of the proposed method of closure i.e. 
gates, wall, etc., the matter will receive further attention.

The wall in question was removed as it was in a dangerous condition. More recently the 
owner was requested to carry out temporary repair work to secure the structure from 
continuing endangerment.

Planning permission, subject to conditions, was granted on 10 October 2008 for the 
conversion of an existing garage and store to a kitchen, bathroom and storage. Condition 2 
required that a proposed mezzanine floor be excluded from the development, that the floor 
to ceiling height not exceed 2.7m and the overall height in the structure be amended to 
reflect this change. 
 
Revised plans were lodged showing an external ground to eaves height of 3.05m and 
ground to roof-ridge height of 5m. 
 
Following the receipt of an enquiry concerning the as constructed height of the structure, an 
inspection revealed that the structure was not complete. However, measurements showed 
that the ground to eaves level is 3.25m while the ground to ridge height is 5.55m. The height 
excess of 200mm and 550mm respectively are not considered material in light of the overall 
development. 
 
At the time of inspection, the internal alterations had not been completed. A further 
inspection is to take place shortly to ensure that the requirements of condition 2 have been 
complied with

The Area Housing Manager inspected the playground equipment and reports that it is in 
good condition.  A request has been made to have the railings painted, which will be 
dependent on the availability of funding. 

 
This laneway (details (b)) is “not in charge ” of Dublin City Council. As such, it is considered 
that a private, rather than a public right of way exists at this location. It is not necessary, 
therefore, to go through the extinguishment procedures as set out in the Roads Act, 1993 to 
have the right of way extinguished, and Dublin City Council would not be involved in this 
matter.

All these properties have been demolished and the 
sites secured. There are a number of properties on details (a) that are in private ownership 
and the local area office will investigate the reports of rodents in the rear gardens and 
inspect the drains and will recommend appropriate action.  
 
The Area Housing Manager will arrange with Housing Maintenance to have the drains in the 
properties acquired by Dublin City Council inspected.  A report has been sent to HSE, Pest 
Control to have the properties inspected on details (a), Dublin 3 and to initiate any action 
required to deal with infestation.

Up date on the Proposed Variation of Dublin City De velopment Plan 2005-2011. 

Ratoath Road Realignment and Overbridge. 
 

 
 
 

Proposal: 
The Roads and Traffic Department of Dublin City Council has requested that a variation be made to 
the Dublin City Development Plan 2005-2011 to enable the provision of a grade-separated crossing, 
involving the construction of an overbridge to the east of Reilly’s Bridge level crossing on the 
Ratoath Road to replace the existing manually operated level crossing. The proposal will also 
involve the realignment of the Ratoath Road, north and south of the Royal Canal.  
 
Accordingly, the Planning Department is proposing to vary the Dublin City Development Plan 2005-
2011 to include the provision of an overbridge to the east of the existing Reilly’s Bridge as a specific 
objective of the Plan. A new text entry is proposed in Chapter 7 of the Plan as follows; 
 
7.8.0 Provision of Additional Road Capacity 
 
Bridges 
 
Ratoath Road Realignment and Overbridge east of Rei lly’s Bridge.    
 
The location of the bridge is defined on the attached map. 
 
At the meeting of the Central Area Committee dated 8th July 2008, the Roads and Traffic 
Department presented a report on the proposal and the Committee agreed to the initiation of the 
statutory variation procedure.  
 
On receipt of the request from the Roads and Traffic Department, given the location, it was 
considered necessary to prepare an environmental report to address potential environmental 
impacts on residential amenities and ecology in order to inform the screening for the Strategic 
Environmental Assessment; a requirement for any variation. The environmental report was received 
in January 2009.  
 
At the meeting of the Central Area Committee on the 10th March 2009 the following was agreed:  
‘Further biodiversity survey work must be carried out during the summer months to find out what 
impact the proposal would have on wildlife. Agreed that it would be premature to put the proposed 
variation to the Development Plan on public display pending the results of the survey.’ (Order 4095) 
 
The final Environmental Report, received 7th July, details that the biodiversity survey work on 
protected and rare plant species was undertaken in April and June 2009 and specialist consultants 
undertook daytime, evening and dawn surveys in May and June to detect the presence of bats and 
bat roosts. The findings in the report are that no protected and rare plant species were recorded in 
the follow on surveys in April and June. The consultant’s bat survey identified two species of bats in 
the general area, as the canal and railway line are foraging areas. The consultants conclude that 
given that the proposed lighting will be sensitively designed and light spill to the Royal Canal will be 
minimal, there will be no significant impact on the canal as bat foraging and commuting habitat. 
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Furthermore, the only identified bat roost in the area is to the north west of Reilly Bridge and, 
therefore, there will not be any direct impact on any bat roosts from the proposed scheme. 
 
The Environmental Report sets out details of the mitigation measures that would be taken to 
safeguard the residential and ecological amenities of the area, relating to: 

·  Noise and Vibration 
·  Light Overspill and Overshadowing 
·  Biodiversity 

 
Noise and Vibration: 
By using a low-noise surface along the section of the road to the south of the railway overpass, 
increases in noise levels will be minimal. It was found that noise barriers would not be suitable for 
this location and having regard to the residential nature of the area, a low-noise surface worked 
best.  
 
Light Overspill and Overshadowing:  
The environmental report outlines the effects of the proposed development on  

1. Daylight 
2. Sunlight/Overshadowing 
3. Artificial Lighting 

It was found that the obstructions to daylight from the proposed development would be minimal. It 
was found that in only one instance a property would experience less than the recommended 1,000 
hours of sunlight per year. However, this was mainly due to the northwest facing nature of the 
property which currently experiences less than average hours of sunlight. There will be no material 
loss of amenity to the residential properties and no impact on the railway line due to artificial lighting 
if the lights are at kerb line with a 10 degree inclined luminaries and the recommended 150-watt 
luminaries are used. 
 
Biodiversity:  
The ecological assessment, including survey work, examined the potential impact on the habitats 
and species present. The site was found to have limited nature conservation value and the critical 
issue highlighted was the need to maintain the existing ‘wildlife corridor’. It was determined that the 
construction and operation of the scheme will not impact the functioning of this corridor. 
The ecological mitigation measures include: 

·  The disturbed ground within the area of the central pier will be allowed to recolonise 
naturally. This will ensure a continuation of the existing grassy embankment. 

·  Should re-lining, and thus de-watering, of the canal be necessary, then the existing narrow 
strip of emergent vegetation shall be removed and stored in a nearby section of the canal. It 
shall then be re-planted when works are completed to facilitate rapid re-colonisation of this 
stretch of canal. 

 
 

Conclusion: 
The survey work has been completed and, with the mitigation measures, there would be no effect 
on wildlife, as reported above. It is intended to proceed to the next stage in the process, which is 
public consultation, and put the proposed variation on public display for a period of 4 weeks.

1) Terms of Reference  
      

The Plan monitoring committee is established to: 
 

a)  Monitor progress on achieving the objectives of the particular statutory plan 
as approved by Dublin City Council and

Council, Developers and other relevant Stakeholders in respect of relevant 
Master Plan sites  

 
2) Functions  

 
      The committee will: - 

 
a) Identify any change in circumstances since the preparation and approval of the 

original plan which may impact on the realisation of the plans objectives   
 

b) Proactively pursue provision of appropriate community accessible facilities on 
identified sites 

 
c) Identify and foster the economic development potential of the area  

 
d) Ensure that community participation underpins all aspects of the plan 

implementation; 
 

 
e) Identify and consult with relevant bodies/agencies on problems and barriers 

which may arise and which are causing delay in the implementation process; 
 

f) Influence the activities of the providers of public utilities, statutory authorities, 
municipal and local authorities, state bodies, semi-state companies in relation to 
and to the benefit of the plan implementation. 

g) Establish performance indicators in relation to meeting the objectives of the

h) Maintain liaison with other relevant stakeholders and statutory agencies to

The membership of the committee shall be not less than 8 
members and not more than 12 members.  There shall be no more than 2 
Councillors and 3 Residents representatives as members with the former being 
nominated by the area committee and the latter being nominated by a selection 
process from bona fide residents associations in the plan area which have proper 
governance structures and procedures in place 

 
b) One of the City Councillors from the particular area shall be appointed as 

chairperson of the committee.  The position of chair will require an annual re-
election process.   

 
c) Members of the committee may elect a chairperson for particular meetings where 

the appointed chairperson is unable to attend. 
 

 
d) Members of the committee shall retain membership up to and including for a period

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APPENDIX 4 
 
 
Derelict Sites Act 1990 – powers and procedures 
 

 
When dealing with dereliction, the Derelict Sites Section uses the powers contained in the 
Derelict Sites Act 1990. This act makes provisions with respect to land to prevent it being 
or becoming a derelict site, to enable Local Authorities to require the taking of measures on 
derelict sites by the owners or occupiers and, in certain circumstances, to acquire derelict 
sites compulsorily, to establish registers of derelict sites, to enable the Minister to give 
directions in relations to derelict sites, to provide for a derelict sites levy and to provide for 
other matters connected the aforementioned. 
 
The Derelict Sites Act 1990 defines  “derelict Site” to mean “any land which detracts, or is 
likely to detract, to a material degree from the amenity, character or appearance of land in 
the neighbourhood of the land in question because of – 
 

(a) the existence on the land in question of structures which are in a ruinous, 
derelict or dangerous condition, or 

(b) the neglected, unsightly or objectionable condition of the land or any structures 
on the land in question, or 

(c) the presence, deposit or collection on the land in question of any litter, rubbish, 
debris or waste, except where the presence, deposit or collection of such litter, 
rubbish, debris or waste results from the exercise of a right conferred by statute 
or common law.” 

 
 The major powers contained in the act are the following: 
 

1. Informal Action (Section 10) 
2. Notice of Intention to enter on the Derelict Sites Register (Section 8(2)) 
3. Entry on the Derelict Sites Register (Section 8(7)) with resultant imposition of a levy 
4. Service of a Notice requiring specified works to be carried out (Section 11) 
5. Compulsory Acquisition of Derelict Site (sections 14 & 17) 

 
 
Procedures:  
 

·  If, following an inspection, it is decided that a particular site warrants action under 
the Derelict Sites Act 1990, a reference of ownership is requested.  Once this is 
received, it is generally the practice to write an informal letter to the owners 
requesting them to carry out certain works and to start the works within a relatively 
short period (often one month). 

 
·  If the owners of the site do not respond   to this letter, the next step would generally 

be the service of a Notice of Intention to enter the site on the derelict sites register.  
This notice gives the owners a further period of one month to respond in writing 
stating reasons why they do not think the entry should not be made and would 
usually include a commitment to start works within a specified period 

 
·  All representations are considered and a decision is then made as to whether to 

make the entry on the register, not to make the entry or to defer entry for a certain 
period.  If/when the entry is made, a further notice is served on the owners 
informing them of the fact 



53 

 
·  A valuation is requested from the City Valuers department.  When this is received 

(and the owners have been informed), a levy of 3% (set by statute) of this valuation 
becomes payable from the 1st January next after entry on the register.   

 
·  Consideration may be given to the Service of a Notice under Section 11 requiring 

specified works to be carried out within a certain time period.  If the works are not 
carried out carried out, the owners can be taken to the District Court and be liable to 
a fine not exceeding €1,270.  Further, a person who contravenes Section 11(4), 
shall be liable, on conviction on indictment, to a fine not exceeding €31,743.  
However, if the works are carried out, the site must then be removed from the 
Derelict Sites Register and no further action taken under the Derelict Sites Act 
unless the site deteriorates once again. 

 
 

·  Consideration may be given to the compulsory acquisition of the site under the Act.  
In this case, a Notice is served again giving a period of one month for objections. If 
objections are received, the matter is referred to An Bord Pleanala for a decision.  If 
a site is compulsorily acquired, the owner is compensated at the market value at 
the time of acquisition.  Generally a site acquired under the Derelict Sites Act will 
subsequently be advertised for sale.

Estate, O’ Devaney Gardens and Dominick Street and the Housing and Residential Services

the regeneration boards.  The attached document is what has emerged as the agreed position 
following discussions with the O’Devaney Gardens Regeneration Board. 
 
While the economic climate and the delivery mechanism has changed, the principal role of the 
regeneration board has not changed. The constitution of the board has been clarified in order that 
the role of residents and local communities in the group is strengthened. The rules governing the 
boards are updated to ensure that all members interests are protected. 
 
The independent chairs will be retained and an annual report will be prepared by the committee for 
the information of the Area Committee. 
 
It would be intended that a similar document to the enclosed will again be brought before the 
Dominick Street Regeneration Board for final endorsement at its next meeting.  This matter has also 
previously been considered by the Housing, Social & Community Affairs Strategic Policy Committee.

1) Terms of Reference  
 

The Regeneration Board is established/re-established (as appropriate) to: 
 

c)  monitor progress on achieving in the first instance the objectives of the 
revised proposals dated 1st December 2008 as submitted and  endorsed by 
Dublin City Council in the case of St Michael’s Estate, Dominick Street and 
O’Devaney Garden’s and any subsequent agreed changes thereto with due 
cognisance being taken of the potential for delays being caused by 
decisions of the committee  

 
 

d) ensure that the above are delivered in accordance with agreed plans and 
schedules; 

e) Define and agree consultation process by liaison with Dublin City Council 
and other relevant stakeholders  

 
2) Functions  

 
      The Regeneration Board will: - 

 
i) Identify any change in circumstances since the preparation of the original 

Community Charter and Social Agenda Agreement and the Master Plan agreed 
with the Preferred Bidder all in consultation with any appropriate 
bodies/agencies (this for existing regeneration boards only) 
 

j) Prepare, plan and proactively pursue the implementation of a   progressive 
revised community charter encompassing the wider community and also devise 
a social agenda and identify additional actions of significance to the local 
community for incorporation into same 

 
k) Advocate for best practice in service delivery to ensure that services are 

responsive to the needs and sensitivities of service users in XXXXX and 
surrounding neighbourhood; 

 
l) Ensure that community participation underpins all aspects of the regeneration 

programme; 
 

 
m) Identify and consult with relevant bodies/agencies on problems and barriers 

which have arisen, are arising or may arise and which are causing delay in the 
implementation process; 

 
n) Influence the activities of the providers of public utilities, statutory authorities, 

municipal and local authorities, state bodies, semi-state companies in relation to 
and to the benefit of the regeneration of xxxxx. 

o) Influence the establishment of best practice estate management policies and

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p) Maintain liaison with other relevant stakeholders and statutory agencies to

i) The Regeneration Board for O’Devaney Gardens will have an independent chair 
and a core membership of not less than 10 members and not more than 20 
members.  The position of chair will require an annual re-election process in

j) Where the chairperson is absent, the vice-chairperson shall be selected from those 

members of the board in attendance at the meeting. 
 

k) Initial membership of the Regeneration Board shall comprise the following members 
and be cross-sectoral in its composition and represent the actual stakeholders in 
the regeneration process (Residents, Councillors, City Council Officials, Gardai, 
Business Sector and other stakeholders with relevant interests, e.g. FAS, HSE, 
VEC, etc) Residents representatives may nominate a maximum of 2 individuals 
from the community fora sector to represent them.  There shall be a maximum of 2 
councillors and 2/3/4 residents from the particular area (as appropriate) and 2/3/4 
residents from the surrounding area (as appropriate) as members unless particular 
circumstances dictate otherwise  

 
 

l) Members of the board shall retain membership up to and including for a period of 
one year following the completion of the development.  Term of office of boards 
members may not exceed 3 years in the first instance and they will then become 
eligible for re-election at that time 

 
m) The board may continue to act notwithstanding a vacancy among its members. 

 
n) The regeneration board may appoint additional members (subject to the overall 

maximum number of members) and may establish such sub-committees as are 
necessary to efficiently transact boards business. 

 
o) In order to expedite board business all members representing statutory agencies 

must hold decision making positions within their respective agencies. 
 

p) Any member may be removed from membership of the board if he/she fails to 
attend three consecutive meetings. The mechanism for such removal shall be by 
resolution of not less that two thirds of the overall membership including the Chair  

 
 
4) Meetings  
 

c) The board will hold a minimum of 4 meetings per annum and such other number of 
meetings as may be deemed necessary for the performance of its functions. 

 
d) No business shall be conducted at any meeting unless there is a quorum of 

members present. The quorum for any official regular meeting shall be not less than 
two thirds of the overall membership. 
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5) Taking of a Poll 
 

d) The Board shall at all times endeavour to reach decisions by means of a consensus 
approach. 

 
e) In exceptional circumstances and only at the direction of the Chair or by resolution 

of at least two thirds of the members present a poll of members may be taken to 
resolve any particular issue or to determine a course of action. 

 
f) Notwithstanding the above the board will recognise and accept that Dublin City 

Council cannot be bound by any decision of the board whether it is unanimous or 
otherwise which was reached on foot of a poll of members or by consensus which 
would result in a contravention of the Council’s financial, corporate or other policies 
or an illegal action on the Council’s part or result in Dublin City Council acting "ultra 
vires” (i.e. beyond the legal power of Dublin City Council) 

 
 
6) Votes of Members 
 

d) Each board member shall have one vote. 
 

e) Where there is an equality of votes the Chair of the meeting at which the vote takes 
place shall be entitled to a casting vote in addition to any other vote he/she may 
have.  

 
7) Other 
 

g) The board must prepare a report at the end of each year on its activities for noting 
by the appropriate Area Committee of Dublin City Council. As such  the report 
becomes a public document. 

 
h) The boards emphasis will be primarily focused on the redevelopment of the 

designated area and it’s role in achieving the overall objectives in the revised plan  
 

i) The business of the board will be conducted in an open and transparent manner  
 

j) Sub-committees may be formed as required having the same governance process 
as the main regeneration boards and having a reporting sequence to that board  

 
k) The activities of the board will cease within one year of the completion of the

Prioritisation Scheme for 

regeneration of flat complexes  
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Introduction 
 
Over the past two decades a substantial proportion of Dublin City Council’s housing stock has had 
works carried out to remedy deficiencies in both the individual units and the general environs.  There 
are three main schemes under which these works are carried out i.e. the Remedial Works Scheme 
(RWS), Precinct Improvement Projects (PIPs) and Regeneration Projects. 
 
Remedial Works Scheme 
 
Under the RWS funds were allocated for major structural renovation and refurbishment only on 
estates in which dwellings had suffered deterioration to the point where such renovation and 
refurbishment was necessary.  Dublin City Council in 1995 developed an objective method for the 
prioritisation of estates for RWS funding based on the allocation of points in respect of the ‘physical’ 
and ‘social’ conditions relating to each estate (see Appendix A).  The RWS required local authorities 
to investigate other options for the regeneration of housing estates besides refurbishment, and only 
pursue remedial works projects when these are economically advantageous over other options. 
 
Precinct Improvement Projects  
 
In 1996 Dublin City Council identified a need to carry out certain improvement works in inner city 
flats complexes, not included in the prioritisation scheme under the RWS, by way of Precinct 
Improvement Projects (PIP).  The schemes that were the subject of PIPs were typically post-war 
constructions that experienced problems related to the external layout and environs of the 
complexes involved rather than the standard of accommodation provided.  As with the RWS a 
method of prioritisation was devised for PIPs based on the allocation of points under three separate 
but related headings viz.: estate design, estate condition and social factors (see Appendix B). 
 
Regeneration Projects 
 
Promoting successful regeneration projects is a complex task, with two dimensions.  First, it has a 
physical dimension, addressing the regeneration of the housing stock and the built environment.  
Second, it has a social dimension, addressing the regeneration of the social infrastructure through 
community development, tenant participation and estate management. 
 
Some large estates, such as Ballymun, Fatima Mansions, St. Michaels Estate, O’Devaney Gardens 
and Dominick Street have been the subject of ambitious regeneration scheme proposals.  The 
regeneration of Ballymun is well advanced and should be completed by 2012, Fatima mansions will 
be completed in 2009 and plans for the regeneration of St. Michaels Estate, O’Devaney Gardens 
and Dominick Street were agreed by the City Council in December 2008. 
 
We do not have a Prioritisation Scheme for regeneration projects to identify the estates with the 
greatest need of regeneration. 
 
 
 
Proposals 
 

1. Analysis of complexes 
 
Much of the housing stock in the city will require remedial works or precinct improvement or 
regeneration in the coming years.  The City Council is also aware of particular problems in some 
estates not directly related to the age or condition of the housing stock or the internal design of the 
individual units or the external envelope of the buildings.  Some of these problems relate to many of 
our flat complexes and in particular to the areas at ground level extending from the private front door 
to the public street i.e. the precincts of the complexes. 
 
These ‘precinct’ problems include: 
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·  Poor definition of the public/semi private/private spaces 
·  Open and uncontrolled access by pedestrian and motor traffic 
·  Uncontrolled through routes by pedestrian and motor traffic 
·  Large areas at ground level with no apparent defined use or ownership 
·  Absence of amenity value or use to tenants 
·  Congregation areas out of line of sight to residents and passers by 
·  Overcrowding of common ground areas by car parking, clothes lines and play areas 

 
and can lead to: 
 

·  Increased opportunities for crime and anti-social behaviour 
·  Loss of housing stock 
·  General feeling of unease and insecurity in the complex 
·  Reluctance of tenants to participate in estate management 
·  Apathy and disinterest in the welfare of the complex 
·  Visual and physical decay 
·  Mistrust by residents in Dublin City Council 
·  General disorder. 

 
It is, therefore, proposed to analyse all flat complexes to determine the extent of works required to 
remedy any deficiencies in their condition or design.  This analysis will be used to determine if the 
deficiencies are to be remedied by remedial works, precinct improvement works or regeneration. 
 

2. Regeneration Projects  
 
It is essential to devote time to identifying the estates that are in greatest need of regeneration to 
ensure that resources are targeted, and that costly poor starts and cumulative mistakes are avoided.  
It is, therefore, proposed to develop a method of prioritisation for regeneration projects similar to the 
RWS and PIPs prioritisation schemes.  A draft Prioritisation Scheme based on the allocation of 
points under multi-criteria headings is attached at Appendix C.  When estates have been analysed 
in accordance with the Prioritisation Scheme they will then put through a pre-qualifying analysis to 
include any other external factors such as their inclusion in a local Master Plan, only then will they 
be allocated a priority ranking number.  The final ranking will also have to ensure that there is a 
citywide spread of projects in order that no one Area dominates the overall ranking list, 
notwithstanding that some areas have more flat complexes than others. 
 
It is intended to select a number of complexes on a pilot basis and to stress test the process against 
those complexes to ensure the multi-criteria headings are adequate and balanced.

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Introduction 
 
A draft East Wall Area Planning and Urban Design Report was prepared by Dublin 
Docklands Development Authority in association with Dublin City Council in June 2002. 
This report outlined a number of recommendations to improve traffic management in the 
East Wall area. Following this report a number of traffic calming initiatives were 
undertaken.  
 
Then, at the July 2007 Central Area Committee meeting, a further request was made from 
the committee to address traffic concerns on East Wall Road. A report was subsequently 
prepared by the Roads & Traffic Department in September 2007 that examined the issues 
involved with each of the concerns raised and made recommendations to address these 
concerns. It also outlined the traffic calming measures that had been implemented in the 
East Wall area since the 2002 report. 
 
This report serves to further update the members of the Central Area Committee on the 
traffic calming measures taken in the East Wall area to date, and to outline further 
initiatives planned for the area. 
 
 
Improvements and Traffic Calming Measures Implement ed to Date 
 
1. Signals & Pedestrian Crossings 
 
Shuttle lights and a pedestrian crossing have been installed on East Road at the junction 
with Church Road. This has helped to reduce the number of cars coming into the area to 
do “rat runs” and also to reduce the speeds of cars on East Road around the junction with 
Church Road. It also provides a much safer pedestrian crossing for residents in the area. 
The “ No Left Turn” from East Road onto Church Road was removed as part of this 
scheme. 
 
HGV barrier and pedestrian crossing point has been installed on East Wall Road just west 
of Alfie Byrne Road. 
 
Traffic signals and pedestrian facilities have been installed or upgraded at the following 
junctions: 
 East Wall Road and Alfie Byrne Road 
 East Wall Road and East Road 
 
No location could be found for the pedestrian crossing proposed at Church Road near the 
shop due to the number of residential accesses. 
 
2. Signs & Lines 
 
Turning bans during peak hours have been implemented at several junctions to prevent or 
reduce “rat runs” in the area. 
 
Road markings have been upgraded and anti-skid treatments applied at the junction of 
East Wall Road and Alfie Byrne Road. 
 
Centre lines and double yellow lines have been painted at the bends along the junction of 
Caledon Road and Shelmalier Road. 
 
Double yellow lines have been painted on the roads at the following locations: 

North end of Church Road (both sides of road) at junction with East Wall Road 
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 Church Road near the junction with Shelmalier Road 
 Fairfield Avenue near the junction with Church Road 

East Wall Road between Faith Avenue and Hope Avenue 
 
3-Tonne Limit signs have been installed at the west end of East Wall Road at the junction 
with North Strand Road. 
 
Road markings for a new loading bay have been carried out on Church Road outside the 
shops just north of Fairfield Avenue. 
 
HGV directional signs for Dublin Port at the north and south sides of east Wall Road at the 
junction with Alfie Byrne Road. 
 
3. Ramps & Roundabouts 
 
Speed ramps and cushions have been installed on Church Road, Bargy Road, Forth Road, 
Shelmalier Road, Ravensdale Road, East Wall Road north of the DART bridge, Hope 
Avenue, Leinster Avenue, and Merchants Road. 
 
Asphalt imprinted mini roundabouts have been installed at three junctions in the area. 
 
4. Street Furniture 
 
Bollards have been installed on the footpath at the north end of Church Road outside the 
One Gateway and The Lighthouse developments. 
 
Guardrails have been installed outside the two entrances to the circular open space and 
play area on Russell Avenue East. 
 
A pedestrian barrier has been installed at the north end of East Road down as far as the 
school warden crossing point. 
 
5. Environmental 
 
Railings have been installed and new landscaping carried out along West Road and 
Church Road to visually improve the embankments. 
 
The wall and grass embankment area north of the railway bridge between East Wall Road 
and Church Road has been landscaped. A new gateway feature has been built at the 
junction of the two roads. 
 
 
Outstanding Work to be Completed 
 
It had been planned to install a pedestrian crossing at the junction of Church Road and 
East Wall Road. However the contributions received to date amount to approximately 
€30,000 compared to an estimated build cost of approximately €120,000. As a result we 
are looking at introducing a further development levy to fund the crossing. 
 
It had also been proposed that West Road be narrowed to reduce vehicle speeds and to 
make the road more pedestrian friendly. A preliminary design for S2S proposes an 
alignment on the northern section of West Road as part of the cycle linkage from the new 
Samuel Beckett Bridge at Macken Street to the existing cycle track from Clontarf and Alfie 
Byrne Road.

This class has continued with the Manager from Ballybough Community Centre facilitating the 
class for the future. 
 
Social Inclusion Week 
As part of Dublin City Councils Social Inclusion week, Dublin City Council Sport and 
Recreation Officer alongside the FAI Football in the Community Officers ran a football 
tournament on the 23rd April in the Ballybough Community Centre.  Three groups of adults 
with intellectual difficulties took part.  The tournament focused on and hour of skills building 
followed by blitz matches.  There were a total of 23 participants who all received a tee shirt, 
gold medal and certificate for their participation. 
 
Chair Aerobics. 
Dublin City Council Sport and Recreation Officer alongside Tolka Area Partnership 
Development Coordinator for Older People has coordinated 6-week programme of chair 
based exercise for older adults attending the Cuan Ros Day Care Centre on the Navan Road.  
 
Swimming 
Dublin City Council Sport and Recreation Officer alongside Dublin City Council Sports 
Development Officer has facilitated a 6-week programme of swimming lessons that 
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commenced on the 25th May in Belvedere Swimming Pool.  The children for the swimming 
programme are from the North East Inner City and the North West Inner City.  The first hour 
of the swimming lessons target children in the age group 5-9 years, while the second hour 
focuses on children aged 10-15 years.

In total there is 64 
women have attended the classes with an average weekly turnout of 40 women.

PROJECTS UNIT, NORTH EAST INNER CITY  

 
 
Civic Centre  
 
The Development Agreement was executed on 22nd November 2007.  The developer lodged 
a planning application on 22nd January 2008, planning reference 1174/08.  Planning 
Permission was granted on the 9th October 2008, subject to conditions.  
 
Two appeals were lodged to An Bord Pleanála. One appeal was deemed invalid by An Bord 
Pleanála as it was lodged after the final cut-off date for receipt of appeals. A decision from An 
Bord Pleanála is expected shortly.    
 
Bernard McNamara and Associates have withdrawn from this project.  
 
Liberty Park Crèche  
 
Kids Inc operate the Liberty Corner facility, on behalf of Dublin City Council, as a traditional 
crèche and Montessori facility.  It caters for children from 3 months to 5 years.  Dublin City 
Council is subventing the cost of childcare places for local parents.  The facility caters for 
approximately 31 children.  The National Childcare Investment Programme gave funding 
approval for the fit out costs on 15th December 2007.  The crèche was fitted out and opened 
for business on 21st May 2007.   
 
A new-tiered fee structure was introduced in July 2008 in order to comply with requirements 
for National Funding for the crèche.  There are currently 21 children attending the crèche on a 
full time basis.  Approval for funding has been received for the NCIP Community Childcare 
Subvention Scheme. 
 
Liberty Corner  - Disposal of Nine Retail Units  
 
The Retail Units are on the market for sale, 5 units have been disposed of, the remaining 4 
units are still on the market and Lisneys are continuing to market them. 
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Retail Units at Killarney Court/1-4 Portland Square  (off North Circular Road)  
 
Expressions of interest from community groups, operating in the North East Inner City area, 
were invited and 14 submissions were received.  A report and recommendation was made to 
the North East Inner City Integrated Area Plan Monitoring Committee on 18th September 
2007.  
 
Killarney Court 
Funding was in place for the refurbishment of the units at Killarney Court when the project 
commenced. Because of the delay in progressing the project due to the fact that a series of 
contractors were unable to provide a bond the funding was lost.  Dublin City Council is unable 
to move forward with the project at present.  Citizens Information Centre and HOPE who were 
recommended for the two units have been advised of the situation and are considering their 
options. 
 
1-4 Portland Square 
A facility at 1-4 Portland Square (off North Circular Road) also became available.  The Cavan 
Centre and CASPr were recommended for these premises and the groups accepted an offer 
to use the premises.  Reports recommending that both groups be granted a licence to occupy 
the building were approved at the Area Committee meeting and were agreed at the City 
Council meeting.  Licence agreements for the disposal of the facility, to both CASPr and the 
Cavan Centre, have been signed and sealed.  The building works are now complete.  
 
Foley Street Improvement Works  
 
Consultants Mott McDonald were appointed to prepare a preliminary and detailed design for 
the street. The contract was sent out to tender and tender submissions were received by 
Friday, 27th March 2009.  The tenders have been assessed and a Managers Order to appoint 
a contractor has been prepared.  Works will commence on the 4th August, 2009.

Cabra Community Policing Forum  
The Forum has responded positively to request from Shandon Residents to join. Niall 
Counihan is meeting with Shandon to familiarise them with workings of the forum with a view 
to offering membership. 
 
The Forum has taken the view that they should expand in line with its natural geographical 
boundaries and will hold a meeting to agree guidelines under which applications for 
membership will be considered. 
 
The Forum co-ordinator is currently organizing a series of annual satellite meetings to which 
all residents in the locality are invited and where they can put questions to the Gardai and 
DCC officials. The first of these took place in the Sancta Maria Centre in Cabra on Thurs 25th 
June and was well attended by residents from Carnlough Rd. Upr, Kilkiernan Rd., 
Broombridge Rd., Bannow Rd. and surrounding streets. 
 
Gaelscoil Bharra  
With reference to the provision of a permanent gaelscoil at Fassaugh Avenue, Cabra for 
Gaelscoil Bharra by the Department of Education and Science on lands currently held on 
lease by St. Finbarr’s GAA Club from Dublin City Council 
 
Following ongoing discussions between the Department of Education and Science, St. 
Finbarr’s GAA Club and Dublin City Council the Department had advised Dublin City Council 
that a proposal to reconfigure the sites held on lease by St. Finbarr’s GAA Club for the 
provision of a permanent gaelscoil had been agreed in principle with the GAA Club. 
Upon receipt of drawings from the Department in March 2009 the Property Management 
Section sought the comments and observations from all the relevant departments within the 
Council.  Issues have been raised by the various departments as follows: 
 

·  Concerns re amount of current open space to be ceded 

·  Retention of mature existing trees in current open space 

·  Access 

·  Parking & Traffic issues 

·  Provision of a 5M wayleave for a surface water culvert that runs along the boundary 

of site 

 

These issues have been communicated to both the Department and the GAA Club by way of 
letter dated 26th May 2009.  I understand from communication with the Department that their 
technical people have met recently with representatives of the GAA Club to address our 
concerns and the Department hope to have revised proposals submitted shortly. 
 
Leinster Street Nth Laneway  
Planning permission for the proposed development at the bakery site was refused by An Bord 
Pleanala in June. The current position is that ESB, Eircom and the Planning Department of 
DCC maintain objections to the closure of the laneway. However, DCC Planning would be 
agreeable to a partial closure at the eastern end of the laneway and to the rear of most of the 
properties on Leinster St. but would require provision to be maintained at the western end to 
allow for the development of an access route to the canal in the event of any future 
development of the bakery site. This is in line with the provisions of the Phibsboro Local Area 
Plan. However, the residents do not currently support this option. 
 
Mr Christopher Campbell, representing the residents, has recently written to the ESB seeking 
a meeting to discuss the ESB’s objections to closure. 
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Development works  
 
McKee Park : Tenders have been received and the tender report is being completed, the 
lowest tenderer has pulled out and the 2nd lowest tender is now being considered. It is 
estimated that we will go on site August/September 2009. 
 
Dunmanus:    Following the response from DOEH&LG to the City Council's original proposals, 
it was necessary to re-design this scheme. The design is currently being reviewed in light of 
the cost plan and it will be resent to the DOEH&LG for approval. 
 
Glendhu Road/ Martin Savage Park 
Work commenced on the construction of a footpath around the perimeter of Martin Savage 
Park on Tuesday 2nd June and will continue for 6-8 weeks, depending on the weather 
conditions. This will be combined with drainage works to improve the playing surfaces and; 
the removal of fencing around the hardstand area, which itself will be replaced with grass to 
facilitate the relocation of the GAA and soccer pitches. 
 
In addition, Parks Dept have engaged a contractor to utilise the fence removed from the hard 
stand as a fence along the broken section of wall adjoining the laneway at the rere of Glendhu 
Road. This is to counteract a long-standing problem of anti-social behaviour experienced by 
local residents as a result of teenagers coming through the laneway beside their houses and 
then into the park. Cabra Area Office are supporting this aspect of the project having 
consulted extensively with affected residents over the issue. 
 
Dunard Estate 
Parks Division are still awaiting receipt of the Safety Report Audit from the local football club 
in relation to the green area. This report is required in order for the suitability of the green 
area to be assessed for use as a football pitch as requested by the club. 
 

Community Update  
European Neighbours Day.  
 
European Neighbours Day, which is celebrated across the European Union, was held on 
Tuesday 26th May.  Many events took place throughout Dublin to mark the occasion and one 
such event was the now annual football tournament held in Cabra Sports & Leisure Centre 
“the bogies.”  This was the second time the tournament was held and a number of teams 
entered from various parts of the Central Area.  In total 10 teams entered with approximately 
100 children taking part on the day.    
 
Plant Sales.  
 
Each summer there are a number of Residents Groups who organise a Bedding plant sale in 
their area.  The community team in the Cabra Office arrange for the plants to be delivered 
and then the residents themselves sell the plants at a discount price to people in the locality.

Sean O’Casey Avenue  
  
An in-depth examination completed on the proposed mini PIP for Sean O’Casey Avenue. 
Unfortunately it will not be possible to carry out the requested works to the front of Summerhill 
as there is no way of achieving disabled access to the houses from the pavement level in 
Summerhill to comply with Part M of the Building Regulations. All of the other improvement 
works requested by residents have been completed. Residents to consult with the CTA 
architect to see what further improvements are possible. Ongoing problem with dumping in 
the laneways to be addressed by re-issuing keys and trying to get residents to keep gates 
closed.Residents have requested that the appearance of the fence is improved. Discussions 
ongoing in relation to this matter. 
  
Sean Treacy House  
Complex fully detenanted. Demolition completed. Planning process completed. Tenders for 
project have been submitted and tender report has been sent to DOE for approval. Final 
approval from DOE. has now been secured.. A preliminary survey of the surrounding houses 
was conducted on the 10/02/2009. Contractor on site since February 2009. Approx. 18 month 
build period. There are very few former residents of Sean Treacy House who are due to move 
back to the completed development. Therefore the majority of the 53 units will be avaliable to 
applicants on the Housing and Transfer lists. 
 
  
Matt Talbot Court  
Feasibility Study and costings for redevelopment submitted to the DOE for appraisal. 
Response from DOE indicated that they favoured PPP route for this project and this is not a 
viable option in the current economic climate. Project to be examined under new scheme for 
prioritisation of redevelopment projects. Installation of new railings at ground floor units 
completed.  Confirmation of funding now being sought from RAPID for the installation of a 
security door/intercom access system. Quotes for installation of doors now being 
examined. Contractor for electrical work selected by Electrical Services. 
  
James Larkin House  
Following requests from residents permit parking introduced.  There is no funding at present 
for improvement works to the courtyard. Any maintenance issues regarding the courtyard are 
being dealt with on a case by case basis by maintenance. 
  
Liberty House  
  
Revised plans for redevelopment has been conditionally approved by D.O.E. Meeting with 
residents took place on 19th March. Residents happy with proposals and the project will now 
proceed to detailed design stage. Follow up meeting to take place in the next few weeks. 
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St. Mary’s Mansions  
 
Serious anti-social problems. One tenant served with Notice to Quit. 2 Exclusion Orders 
granted and will come into force in October. A number of meetings have taken place with 
residents, through CPF, which DCC and Gardai have participated in. Remedial maintenance 
works being considered to address some of the issues.  Pilot Estate Management project 
underway. 
  
Patrick Heeney House ans Crescent  
 
First phase of redevelopment now completed, following snagging issues. 25 units have been 
provided and tenanted and work has commenced on second phase. Second phase which will 
provide 37 units due to be completed May/June 2010. There are currently 3 tenants from 
Lourdes House living temporarily in other complexes who are due to move into the completed 
Patrick Heeney Crescent along with a number of tenants from Patrick Heeney House who will 
also be moving in. However, when the project is completed it will result in 34 units becoming 
available for Housing and Transfer applicants.  
 
Avondale House  
 
Tenders for this project were invited in December 2008.  At present the tenders received are 
being assessed. It is intended to proceed with this PIP as soon as funding is confirmed. It is 
estimated that the works will take 45 weeks to complete. 
 
Temple House  
 
Improved lighting installed February 2009. Resurfacing of Courtyard completed June 2009. 
Improvements to front railings being considered. Complex due to be painted August 2009. 
Residents very happy with works carried out.

Poplar Row  
 
The 12- month defect liability for the builder has now passed and final snagging has been 
completed on the 33 units. These units are now the responsibility of Housing Maintenance 
Division. There are ongoing meetings with the Residents Association.  
 
Arrangements are being made to have the vacant site on Poplar Row cleared of all domestic 
rubbish. 
 
Ballybough House  
 
A proposal has been submitted to the Department of Environment to get their observations 
and hopefully their initial approval to proposals to redevelop the vacant site at Poplar Row, 
the site at Orchard Road/ Tom Clarke House and Ballybough House on an incremental 
phased basis. 
 
Dublin City Council has carried out painting works to the stairwells in the complex as they 
were covered in graffiti. The roof netting of the football pitch had to be removed for health and 
safety reasons, as it was vandalised by the children of the complex. 
 
The Area Housing Manager and the Estate Manager meet with the Resident Association 
monthly to discuss issues of concern. 
 
Croke Villas  
 
Negotiations have been terminated with the preferred bidder. There are now 30 dwellings out 
of a total of 79 occupied in the complex. There are 11 families/individuals wishing to be 
transferred from the complex to suitable accommodation in Area’s H, B and E. 
 
The Part VIII site notices have been erected on St. Andrews House. The public notice period 
for objections/ observations has now expired. 
 
A working group has now been established to examine the options for the redevelopment of 
the site.
