Procedure Followed

In accordance with the procedures set out in Section 54 and 55 of the Planning and
Development Act, 2000, Dublin City Council by public notice on 31% of May 2012 indicated
its intention to add 26 Montpellier Hill, Dublin 7 to the record of Protected Structures (RPS).
No submissions were received by the City Council in response to the proposed addition.

Site Location & Zoning map

MONTPE| (ch =

L
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Description of Location of Structure.
The building lies to the southern side of Montpelier Hill, set back from the concrete footpath
by an area, which is enclosed by iron railings on a cut stone plinth.

Summary Description of Structure

26, Montpelier Hill is a square, two-storey over basement, three-bay building, with a pitched,
slated, double A roof, constructed of brick and masonry, c. 1810. The rear roof has a hidden
valley, over the east wall of the staircase. The basement level of no.26 is of masonry
construction, rendered to the front, and of calp limestone to the rear and the west side. The
eastern gable is rendered and might have been a dividing wall to an adjoining structure of
similar age to no.26.

The entrance ope is a round-headed arch, with brick voussoirs and a dressed stone reveal
lining. The doorway is framed by a cut stone surround, with an astragal mould, with ionic
capitals on a plain shaft and a Doric base, on a plain block plinth. Below the capitals are
floral reeded raised bands, with fluting to the capital. The entablature is a fluted block,
without an architrave and the cornice is a simple Doric-based affair, with a scalloped lower
edge.

Dublin City Development Plan 20117 2017

Z5: To consolidate and facilitate the development of the central area, and to identify,
reinforce and strengthen and protect its civic design character and dignity. It is adjacent to a
Conservation Area and it is within a Zone of Archaeological Interest (018-020).

Assessment of Special Interest under the Planning and Development Act 2000

1. Architectural: No.26 Montpellier Hill is an example of a house plan type with central
circulation with double rooms on either side. It is a plan type, of modest proportions
that is more common in rural locations than urban areas. As an urban house, it stood
alone, on its own grounds as a free-standing building. This is unusual, more so in
that the open space to the east survived until the mid 20™ Century and to the west
until the late 20™ Century. This feature allowed the house to have windows in the
gable, giving more freedom to the room layouts. The building makes a positive
contribution to the streetscape of Montpelier Hill, as an example of a late Georgian
house. The interior at entrance level has fine gothic revival plasterwork in the saloon
that stretches from the front to the rear. The other decorative plasterwork is of a high
standard. While much of the historic joinery has not survived, sufficient still remains,
particularly at entrance level and in the floor, doors and remaining window surrounds
at first floor level.

2. Historical: While the research did not identify any historic figures or events
connected with the building, it would be reasonable to assume that its construction
was part of the continuing development of Montpelier Hill. 26 Montpelier Hill forms
part of the historic layering of the area from the Dutch Billy of the 17" Century to the
public housing of the 20™ Century This modest building is one of a diminishing
number of late Georgian detached houses in the city and is one of the few examples
of its type and form that still exists.

Sunflower Recycling Ltd has applied to use part of a premises at 133A Dublin Industrial
Estate, Slaney Road, Dublin 11 as a mattress recycling facility. The area, which includes
four car parking spaces, is shown outlined red with rights of access shown yellow on Map
Index No SM-2011-0638.

It is proposed to grant a licence to Sunflower Recycling Ltd subject to the following terms
and conditions:

1. The licence shall commence on a date to be agreed and shall run for a period of five
years.

2. Thelicence fee payableshal be in the sum of 02,000 (two t
V.A.T.(if applicable) per annum payable annually in advance.

3. The licensed area will be used as a mattress recycling facility only. The licensee
shall not permit the licensed area to be used for any other purpose.

4. Four car parking spaces shall be included in the licensed area for use by Sunflower
Recycling Ltd only. Vehicles are parked at their owners risk and the Council shall not
be responsible for any loss or damage to vehicles or their contents.

5. The licensee shall be responsible for all outgoings associated with its use of the
licensed area including taxes, utilities, water, insurance, waste disposal, agreed
security costs and 1/3 of the rates assessed on the entire premises within which the
licensed area is situated.

6. The licensee shall carry out, at its own expense, any works necessary to render the
licensed area fit for the licensees proposed use of it and shall be responsible for all
internal maintenance and repairs.

7. The licensee shall secure the licensed area throughout the license period to the
satisfaction of the Council.

8. The licensee shall indemnify the Council against all claims as a result of their use of
the licensed area and shall arrange for insurance cover as follows: Public Liability
I nsurance (minimum of (6.4 million) and Empl
0$12.7 million).

9. The Council shall not be responsible for any loss or damage to any goods, materials,
vehicles and machinery on the licensed area.

Keys to the premises shall only be held by employees of Sunflower Recycling who
shall be responsible for all security issues associated with their use.

The licensee will ensure that highest levels of Health and Safety Standards apply to
the use of the licensed area and access area and that noise levels do not disturb
adjoining property owners.

The licensee shall keep the licensed area in a reasonably tidy condition during the
licensed period. At the end of the licence period the licensee shall at its own
expense remove all materials not belonging to Dublin City Council and shall leave the
property clean and cleared.

Each party will be responsible for their own fees and costs incurred in this matter.

The Council reserves the right to terminate the licence on giving one months notice in
writing.

The licensee shall sign a Renunciation of Rights to a New Tenancy.

The licensee shall not assign, sublet or otherwise part with any part of the licensed
area.

The above proposal is subject to any other terms deemed appropriate by the
Council 6s Law Agent.
